ORDINANCE 2007-770
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 602 (ETHICS CODE), PART 10 (ETHICS EDUCATION) SECTION 602.1001 (ETHICS EDUCATION PROGRAM), ORDINANCE CODE, TO REQUIRE ETHICS EDUCATION WITHIN NINETY (90) DAYS OF CERTIFICATION OF ELECTIONS WON BY ELECTED OFFICIALS INSTEAD OF WITHIN NINETY (90) DAYS OF THEM TAKING OFFICE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 602.1001, Ordinance Code Amended.

Chapter 602 (Ethics Code), Part 10 (Ethics Education) Section 602.1001 (Ethics education program), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 602.1001. Ethics education program. 

Officers and employees of the City, as public servants, are considered stewards of the public's trust and should aspire to the highest level of integrity and character. Officers and employees shall be informed of their ethical responsibilities at the start of their work with the City and shall receive updates and training materials on ethics issues throughout the span of their public service, as designated by the City Ethics Officer. 

(a) Every officer and employee of the City must be responsible for understanding and complying with the provisions of this Chapter. 

(b) Every elected official shall attend an Ethics in Government Program within 90 days of certification of each election won taking office. Upon fulfillment of this requirement, each elected official will be issued a certificate of completion by the Jacksonville Ethics Commission.
