A RESOLUTION  HONORING AND COMMENDING BRONSON E. LAMB, JR. FOR HIS 23 YEARS OF  DEDICATED SERVICE ON THE JACKSONVILLE WATERWAYS COMMISSION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
the Jacksonville Waterways Commission was created to study and make recommendations with respect to the improvement, development and protection of the St. Johns River and its tributaries; and

WHEREAS,
since his initial appointment to the Jacksonville Waterways Commission in 1984, Bronson E. Lamb, Jr. has continuously  served as a Waterways Commissioner, utilizing his expertise as an avid boatman, marine industry leader and past commodore; and

WHEREAS,
in 1960, Bronson Lamb founded Lamb’s Yacht Center and managed the marina’s operations for 24 years before relinquishing the firm’s helm to his son, Bronson Lamb III; and
WHEREAS,
the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, environmentalists and the marine and boating industry created the Florida Clean Marina Program to recognize marinas that met sound environmental measures to encourage good boating habits and clean waterways and Lamb’s Yacht Center was subsequently  designated in 2001 as the Northeast Florida District’s first Clean Marina; and
WHEREAS,
throughout his tenure on the Waterways Commission, Bronson Lamb asked the right questions, offered the right observations and shared his knowledge and experience on issues that promoted our understanding of the St. Johns River and its tributaries as precious resources meriting our care and concern for the benefit of future generations, and we commend him for his distinguished, dedicated service on the Jacksonville Waterways Commission; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
