The Land Use and Zoning Committee reviewed the Notice of Appeal and the Record of
Proceedings before the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee regarding reassignment of
the address at 9127 Fort Caroline Road. Additionally, the Land Use and Zoning Committee heard
testimony and received and reviewed documentary evidence presented at the Committee meeting
and public hearing held on August 21, 2007.

Upon review of the entire record, including the transcript of the Land Use and Zoning
Committee meeting and public hearing attached hereto and incorporated by reference, the Council
finds substantial competent evidence in the record to conclude that the existing address at 9127 Fort
Caroline Road meets the applicable criteria of the City of Jacksonville Addressing and Street Naming

Policy. Therefore, it is hereby ordered:

1. The Appeal is GRANTED; and

2. The address at 9127 Fort Caroline Road shall remain assigned as 9127 Fort Caroline
Road; and

3. The 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee’s reassignment of the address at

9127 Fort Caroline Road is OVERTURNED.
