WHEREAS, on June 11, 2007, the Committee corrected the out of sequence address by re-assigning a new address for the property to be named 9205 Baker Tract Lane; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 745.232, Ordinance Code, the property owners filed a notice of appeal which is on file with the Legislative Services Division; and


WHEREAS, such appeal was timely filed and the appellants, as property owners, have standing to appeal; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of recommended findings and conclusions.
The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings for the address change regarding 9127 Fort Caroline Road/9205 Baker Tract Lane, and has considered the recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee, attached hereto as Exhibit 1.  The recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee are hereby adopted and shall become effective immediately.  This resolution is the final action of the Council.


Section 2.

Legislative Services is directed to mail a copy of this Resolution to the appellant and any other parties who testified before the Land Use and Zoning Committee.
