Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2007-2008.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriations in this ordinance is to appropriate funds from two grants (one for Citizens Corps programs and one for the Community Emergency Response Team Program) received from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security through the Division of Emergency Management of the State of Florida Department of Community Affairs and funds from the Reserve for Federal Programs to fund the position of Program Coordinator.  The Program Coordinator will manage the Citizens Corps programs and Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) Program.  A copy of the Sub-grant Agreement for the CERT Program is attached hereto as Exhibit 3. A copy of the Sub-grant Agreement for the Citizen Corps programs is attached hereto as Exhibit 4. The Mayor is authorized to sign such contracts pursuant to Chapter 117, Ordinance Code.

The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, all agreements and other documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and (2) take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
