BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Authorization.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute, an Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Florida Community College at Jacksonville, in substantially the form as set forth in Exhibit 1 attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, for continuing operation and joint use of the Jacksonville Fire Training Academy until such time as a new five year agreement can be negotiated.

Section 2.

Exemption Applied.
In accordance with Section 126.107(f) (Exemptions), Ordinance Code, an exemption from competitive bidding for services provided for in this ordinance is hereby being utilized as that subsection exempts contractual services provided by a governmental entity or agency.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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Agreement for Fire Fighting Training Between
City of Jacksonville
and
Florida Community College at Jacksonville

This Agreement for Fire Fighting Training (“Agreement”) is dated effective as of , 2007 (“Effective Date”), and
is made by and between the City of Jacksonville, a Florida municipal corporation (for the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue
Department [“JFRD”]), with its primary address at 515 N. Julia St., Jacksonville, Florida 32202-4128 (“COJ”), and Florida
Community College at Jacksonville, a political subdivision of the State of Florida, for the benefit of its South Campus, with its
primary address at 11901 Beach Blvd., Jacksonville, Florida 32246 (“College™).

WHEREAS, the parties entered into an agreement on June 30, 1992 that provides for the operation and joint use of a fire training
facility, known as the Jacksonville Fire Training Academy (“Training Center”); and

WHEREAS, the parties desire to continue operating the Training Center under existing practices as set forth in this Agreement,
with the intent of renegotiating a new five year agreement to commence July 1, 2008;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of these premises and the terms and conditions set forth herein, the parties agree as follows:

I. Term/Locations/Use.

a. This Agreement shall be effective as of the Effective Date first set forth above, and shall remain in full force and
effect until June 30, 2008.

b The College authorizes COJ to utilize the Training Center to conduct approved training courses for JFRD
employees. JFRD may offer and conduct Continuing Workforce Education (“CWE”) courses and “in-service”
training courses to JFRD employees in cooperation with College as outlined herein. For purposes hereof, the
term “Continuing Workforce Education” or “CWE” courses are defined as all courses conducted at the Training
Center for JFRD employees including courses related to the development or enhancement of fire fighting skills,
practices or education in fire sciences. The term “in-service” training courses shall refer to professional training
and development courses conducted by COJ employees or contractors for JFRD employees in a classroom
setting in which participants do not utilize any College employees or College owned property, equipment or
consumables. The parties agree that all CWE and in-service training course shall be encoded as provided herein.

c. This Agreement also provides for the joint operation joint use of the Training Center located on the College’s
South Campus at 2700 Fire Fighter Memorial Drive, Jacksonville, Florida, 32246.

d. College also authorizes COJ to utilize a portion of its South Campus facility at 2556 Huffman Blvd,
Jacksonville, Florida, 32246 for the purpose of housing its Wellness Program from January 1, 2007 through June
30, 2008, unless otherwise extended in writing, subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein.

I1. Financial and Payment Terms.

a. All Continuing Workforce Education (“CWE”) and in-service training courses, as defined in section 1.b hereof,
shall be encoded in the College’s registration system (which is a formal process whereby an approved College
course is made a specific class in which students can register) and processed for payment in accordance with the
College’s standard processes.

i Except as provided n section ILa.ii below, COJ shall pay the College the established CWE tuition rate
per student for all CWE courses offered as of the effective date of this Agreement. A list of the current
CWE courses and rates is attached hereto as Exhibit A. At least one time every calendar quarter, the
JFRD Chief of Training and the College Dean of Workforce Development will meet to update and revise
Exhibit A as needed. The parties are authorized to change the courses and rates as appropriate, subject to
lawfully appropriated funds.

ii. COl shall pay the College $1.00 per course for all in-service training courses.

iii. The hourly rate for a JFRD on-duty instructors teaching CWE courses is $25.00 per instructional hour. .
JFRD on-duty instructors teaching Fire Fighter I and II courses shall be paid in accordance with the
College pay schedule for Post Secondary Adult Vocational instructors at the time of instruction.

iv. College shall submit invoices to 515 N. Julia St., Jacksonville, Florida 32202-4128 no later than thirty
(30) days after commencement of a CWE class. COJ shall pay invoices submitted by College pursuant to
the provisions of the Florida Prompt Payment Act codified in Chapter 218, Florida Statutes. Payment
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shall be made by check to Florida Community College at Jacksonville, Finance Department, Attention:
Accounts Receivable, 501 West State Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32202.

\2 COJ’s maximum indebtedness for all payments set forth in this Agreement shall not exceed Fifty-Five
Thousand and No/100 Dollars ($55,000.00) through September 30, 2007 (and subject to lawful
appropriation for the period of October I, 2007 through June 30, 2008), unless subsequently amended in
writing pursuant to each party’s respective authorization and appropriation procedures.

The College shall provide a credit to COJ against payments COJ owes the College, for JFRD’s provision of
instructional hours for on-duty instructors only. JFRD shall furnish the Dean (hereinafter defined) a monthly
report identifying the instructor name, course taught, and hours taught on-duty, and the parties shall establish a
system whereby the credit against JFRD payments shall be documented for accounting purposes.

Duties and Responsibilities of JFRD.

a.

JFRD agrees to recommend to the College qualified instructors to be hired by the College to conduct training at
the Training Center. JFRD shall only recommend instructors who are certified as described in paragraph VI
below.

JFRD shall, in consultation with the College’s Dean of Workforce Development (“Dean”), schedule and assign
training personnel needed for both CWE and Fire Fighter I and Il courses.

JFRD’s Division Chief of Training (“Chief”) shall manage the day-to-day operation of the Training Center as
prescribed by the Florida State Fire College, JFRD, and the College. The Chief shall recommend to the Dean
any matters required to ensure the Training Center complies with all the requirements of the Florida State Fire
College for the Training Center’s compliance with certification standards as a Certified Firefighter Training
Center with the State of Florida’s Bureau of Fire Standards and Training (the “Facility Certification). The
Chief shall consult with the Dean to address any issues that shall arise that could or may impact the Facility
Certification.

The Chief shall act as JFRD’s liaison to the College on matters pertaining to the Training Center and shall keep
the College’s South Campus President (“Campus President”) and Dean informed on issues related to the
Training Center.

The Chief or Chief’s designee shall assist the College in developing and preparing curriculum, lesson plans, and
outlines for CWE courses taught at the Training Center.

JFRD acknowledges that College conducts additional courses taught at the Training Center which courses
include, but are not limited to, Firefighter I and Firefighter II courses. College courses cannot be cancelled or
changed without the permission of the Dean.

JFRD shall develop, maintain, and own the curriculum for advanced training of its employees. All JFRD
Advanced Fire Fighter Training Courses are subject to payment and College CWE encoding as provided in this
Agreement. As provided herein JFRD may conduct employee “in-service” training programs on the following
conditions: (i) JFRD will notify College of all planned “in-service” training courses for College encoding (the
current “in-service” list of courses is set forth in Exhibit A-1); and (ii) the in-service courses shall be scheduled
at the Training Center by JFRD through the Dean on an as-available basis pursuant to a scheduling method
reasonably agreed to by the parties. CWE and “in-service” training activities shall be under the supervision of
the Chief or Chief’s designee. This shall not include Firefighter I or Firefighter Il courses conducted by the
College

With the exception of Emergency Medical Technician College Credit courses offered by the College, all fire and
emergency medical service training (“EMS”™) activities conducted at the Training Center or in the “P-Building”
shall be under the supervision of the Chief or the Chief’s designee and shall comply with the requirements of the
Florida State Fire College and Florida law.

Coordinate with the Dean to schedule any other requested uses of the Training Center, including JFRD employee
in-service training and other College sponsored courses. Adjunct instructors shall report to the Dean as an
employee of the College in accordance with College Policies, Rules, and Administrative Procedures Manual, and
to the Chief or the Chief’s designee functionally.

JFRD shall:

i In the event of the need for repairs or cleaning, complete a College maintenance request form and submit
it to the Dean. In an emergency situation, the person recognizing the emergency shall contact the South
Campus Maintenance Department immediately, and provide written notice to the Dean as soon as
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iii.

possible thereafter. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if JFRD has provided notice to College of an
emergency situation, JFRD may elect (but does not have the responsibility) to complete the repair and
JFRD may offset the reasonable cost of such repair against any payments due to College.

Not dig or move any ground at the Training Center without first receiving permission from the College’s
Maintenance Department.

Not place props or permanent equipment on the Training Center grounds without written permission from
the Dean.

iv. Not permit Food or drinks (other than water in a closed container) in any classroom or lab at the Training
Center.

V. Not remove or permit to be removed from the Training Center any equipment belonging to the College
without written permission from the Dean.

Vi. Promptly clean all cooking equipment and refrigerators.
vii. Notify all employees utilizing the Training Center of the requirements set forth in this section I11(j).
k. JFRD shall direct all inquires regarding the use of the Training Center by third parties to the Dean.
1. The Chief or designee shall represent JFRD on College’s Advisory Board described in paragraph IV.g. below.
Iv. Duties and Responsibilities of College.
a. The Dean is the administrator for the College with regards to the Training Center. The Dean shall:

i. Be responsible for encoding all College and CWE courses, including in-service training, conducted at
the Training Center into the College’s computer system, providing registration forms, preparing time
cards for all adjunct instructors, and preparing instructor certification and adjunct applications for
employment by the College.

ii. Assign duties to his administrative assistant.

iii. Liaison with the Chief on issues regarding the Training Center.
b. The College shall assign an administrative assistant to the Training Center. The administrative assistant shall:

i Perform duties assigned by the Dean.

ii. Encode College and CWE courses including in-service training courses conducted at the Training Center,
into the College’s computer system, provide registration forms, prepare time cards for all adjunct
instructors, and prepare instructor certification and adjunct applications for employment by the College.

iii. Based on a monthly report submitted by JFRD identifying the instructor name, course taught, and hours
taught on duty, shall prepare a written report for the Dean to review and approve for providing credit
(against COJ’s payment set forth in Paragraph II above) to COJ for on-duty instructor hours.

iv. Assist the Chief from time to time on matters of class encoding, student records, adjunct certification,
and adjunct time cards.

v. Process maintenance request forms

c. The Campus President is the signing authority for matters that deal with the Florida State Fire College. The

Campus President may delegate this authority to the Dean by a written directive.

d. The College shall provide standard janitorial services, and pay the utilities for the Training Center facilities.
€. The College shall establish and maintain an Advisory Board to determine the training needs and academic

program needs of fire departments within the College’s service area.

i

ii.

iii.

The Dean shall convene the board no less than twice a year.

The Advisory Board shall consist of one member of each fire department within the College’s service
area, to the extent each fire department agrees to participate.

The Board shall elect a chairperson from among its members. The Dean shall not be the chairperson.

Mutual Duties and Responsibilities of the Parties.
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IX.

a. The Dean and Chief shall work together in developing prices for all CWE courses taught at the Training Center.
The cost of CWE courses shall be all-inclusive (e.g., include all instructor cost, cost of materials, printing, fuel,
books, and any other expense needed to teach the course, and include the cost to package and dispose of
hazardous waste generated during training as well as all fees for maintenance and repair of the Training Center,
equipment and grounds). Exhibit A sets forth the CWE fees through September 30, 2007. Non-CWE encoded
“in-service” training courses provided by JFRD, or by a third party on behalf of JFRD, shall be subject to the
terms and conditions outlined in the Facility Use Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit B, including the payment
of rent, unless otherwise waived in writing by the Campus President.

b. The Dean will shall work with the Chief to develop plans to seek monies for additional equipment to expand the
training courses offered at the Training Center.

Certifications.

a. Instructors.

i All instructors recommended for assignment by JFRD to the Training Center shall meet all requirements
as set forth by the Florida State Fire College and the College as an instructor. No instructor may be
utilized as an adjunct instructor unless approved by the College.

ii. An adjunct instructor is defined as an individual who has completed the College application process and
has been approved by the College to be paid for hours worked based on a signed time card, who is
certified by JFRD as meeting all necessary certification requirements, and who 1s in good standing with
the JFRD.

b. The Training Center is a regional training facility approved by the Florida State Fire College and is subject to all

Federal and State laws and rules governing the operation of an approved facility.
Facility Use By JFRD and Other Parties.

a. The Campus President may approve outside-sponsored training to be conducted at the Training Center when it
benefits either the College or JFRD.JFRD may use the Training Center for non-CWE “in-service” training of its
JFRD employees so long as JFRD: (i) schedules the use of the Training Center with the Dean; (ii) space is
available at the Training Center as determined by the Dean; and (i1) any non-City of Jacksonville or non-JFRD
third party instructor executes the Facility Use Agreement set forth in subsection VI1Lb below.

b. Any non-COJ or non-JFRD training vendor providing an “in-service” training class for JFRD employees at the
Training Center shall execute and deliver to the College, the Facility Use Agreement , in the form attached as
Exhibit B, as required by the College per APM 08-0108. The parties acknowledge that the College President
may waive any rent or security deposit required by the Facility Use Agreement for such non-CWE “in-service”
training courses upon written request, in his sole discretion..

c. No other entity may use the Traming Center without permission of the College.
d. All inquires regarding the use of the Training Center shall be directed to the Dean.
Termination.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement with or without cause upon ninety (90) days prior written
notification to the other party. Provided however, no cancellation shall interrupt or interfere with courses already begun
during the term such notice is given Such termination shall be in writing, signed by the duly authorized officer of the
party terminating the contract, and shall be sent certified mail, return receipt requested, hand delivery, or overnight
delivery.

Indemnification And Insurance.

a. COJ will defend, indemnify and hold the College harmless from any liability or damages involving instructors,
students or other persons representing or acting as agents on behalf of COJ that may arise from or in connection
with COJ’s or JFRD’s performance under this agreement, subject to the limitations and provisions of Section
768.28, Florida Statutes (the limitations and provisions of which are not waived, altered, or expanded by
anything herein).

b. The College will provide the COJ a certificate of general liability insurance for the College insured College
facilities. College will defend, indemnify and hold COJ and JFRD harmless from any liability or damages
involving instructors, students or other persons representing or acting as agents on behalf of College that may
arise from or in connection with the College’s performance under this agreement, , subject to the limitations and
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provisions of Section 768.28, Florida Statutes (the limitation and provisions of which are not waived, altered, or
expanded by anything herein).

c. Each party shall be responsible for insuring (or electing to self-insure) against any loss of buildings, facilities and
equipment each party owns and keeps at the Training Center.

d. COIJ and College will insure or self insure workers compensation insurance for their respective employees.

Notices. Any notice required or permitted by this Agreement shall be given to the following representative of each party,
at the address set forth below, by hand delivery; by registered mail, return receipt requested; or by overnight mail or
courier service, signed acknowledgement of receipt required. Notice shall be deemed as given on the day of receipt of the
notice, as indicated on the signed and dated receipt of acknowledgement, or on the date of hand delivery:

If, after this Agreement is executed, a party designates a new representative to accept notice, the party shall furnish the
new representative’s name and address, in writing, to the other party, and a copy of the notice shall be attached to this
Agreement.

State of Florida Political Subdivision. The parties hereto acknowledge and agree that College is a political subdivision of
the State of Florida. As such, College’s performance under this Agreement and any amendments hereto or attachments
connected herewith, shall at all times be subject to any and all state laws, state regulations and District Board of Trustee
Rules which are applicable to College’s operations, commitments and/or activities in furtherance of any terms specified
herein. As College is a political subdivision of the State of Florida, this Agreement is subject to the applicable provisions
of Florida Statutes regarding public access and other issues. This Agreement is executed and entered into in the State of
Florida, and shall be construed, performed and enforced in all respects in accordance with the Florida law including
Florida provisions for conflict of law

Miscellaneous

a. Performance of this Agreement by either COJ, JFRD or the College shall at all times be subject to availability of
funds lawfully appropriated for the purposes herein set forth. In the event that necessary funds, or personnel, or
equipment, or supplies become unavailable to either COJ, JFRD or the College, or any of them, either may
temporarily suspend performance hereunder, and, if necessary, give notice of termination.

b. This Agreement shall be interpreted in accordance with and governed by the laws of the State of Florida.

c. This Agreement is severable such that should any provision of this Agreement be or become invalid or
unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall continue to be fully enforceable. No waiver or delay in
enforcement of any breach of any provision of this Agreement shall constitute a waiver of any preceding or
succeeding breach or delay in enforcement of any other provision of this Agreement.

d. This Agreement, which may be executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original,
constitutes the entire agreement and understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior agreements and
understandings, oral or written, and all other communications between the parties related hereto.
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e. Parties shall not be responsible for their default, delay or failure to perform any terms or conditions herein when
failure to perform is due to causes beyond such party’s reasonable control including, but not limited to: civil
unrest, strike, lockout, flood, action or inaction of governmental authorities, epidemic, war, embargo, fire,
earthquake, hurricane, windstorm, act of God or default of common carrier. In the event of such default, delay
or failure to perform, any date or times by which either party is otherwise scheduled to perform shall be extended
automatically for a period of time equal in duration to the time lost by reason of the excused delay, default or
force majeure.

f. No alteration, modification or variation of the terms of this Agreement shall be valid unless made in writing and
signed by both parties. This Agreement is not binding upon the parties until it has been signed by the duly
authorized representatives of the parties.
