AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 1.16( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 1 ON merrill road BETWEEN wedgefield road AND kingstree road (R.E. NO. 120466-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY michael t. kirton, FROM co (commercial office) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE o’reilly auto parts @ merrill road PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Michael T. Kirton, the owner of approximately 1.16( acres located in Council District 1 on Merrill Road between Wedgefield Road and Kingstree Road (R.E. No. 120466-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from CO (Commercial Office) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CO (Commercial Office) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated June 1, 2007 and written description dated June 12, 2007 for the O’Reilly Auto Parts @ Merrill Road PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.

Section 3.

O’Reilly Auto Parts @ Merrill Road PUD

The subject property identified as 120466 0000 on Panel 375 is comprised of approximately 1.16 acres
and is located at the 7500 block of Merrill Road, between Kingstree and Wedgefield Roads immediately
adjacent to Merrill Road. The property is under contract by O’Reilly Auto Parts and the professional
planner/engineers will be Taylor and White, Inc. The purpose of this PUD is to allow for an auto parts

store at a neighborhood scale.

DESCRIPTION OF PLAN & PHYSICAL SITE LOCATION

As stated previously, the subject property identified as 120466 0000 on Panel 375 is comprised of
approximately 1.16 acres and is located at the 7500 block of Merrill Road, between Kingstree and
Wedgefield Roads, in Jacksonville, Florida. The proposed PUD will be developed as an auto parts store
containing a maximum of 7,500 square feet. The commercial site will have a single tenant operating
under the limitations of the Commercial Neighborhood (CN) zoning district as amended by this PUD.
The O’Reilly Auto Parts @ Merrill PUD will also function within the limits of the NC Future Land
Use designation of the Comprehensive Plan.

IL. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT USE RESTRICTIONS

As shown on the conceptual site plan (subject to change) as Exhibit E, the property will contain a single
building with sufficient parking located immediately adjacent to the building perimeter. A more
detailed site plan shall be provided at the time of building plan review as required. A description of the

permissible uses in the PUD is contained below.

Permitted Uses and Use Restrictions

Permitted Uses: All uses permitted in the CN zoning category with the addition of
new automobile parts sales.

Development Standards

1. Minimum Lot Requirements: The proposed commercial use will meet the
following development standards and criteria:

Minimum Front Yard Setback (main structure): 20 feet
Minimum Rear Yard Setback (main structure): 30 feet

Minimum Side Yard Setback (main structure): 5 feet

Maximum Site Coverage: 35% (buildings)
Maximum Building Height: 25 feet
Maximum Gross Density: None

Minimum Distance
Between Buildings None

Accessory Use Structures: utility uses (such as a/c and lift stations) and
dumpsters may be placed within the setback
if screened by fence and/or landscaping.

Parking and Loading: The PUD Will be fequired to maintaifi a mimmum parking spaces

as per 656.604(f)(1), one space for each 300sf of non-storage floor area. Dumpster
moving will only be permitted from 8am to 8pm.

4, Vehicular Access: Vehicular access to the property will be from Merrill Road and
Kingstree Road.

S. Additionai Limitations: No outdoor sales. Working on cars in parking area is prohibited.

DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

1. Retention: Stormwater will be treated and detained in accordance with the surface water
runoff requirements of the city of Jacksonville and the St. Johns River Water
Management District. A retention area of sufficient volume is shown at the rear of the
building on Exhibit E. A joint retention area with adjacent parcels will also be permitted.

2. Phasing: The project will be completed within One (1) Phase

3. Utilities: All access easements and drainage improvements, as well as any other Public
Works/Engineering related issues, will be designed and constructed in accordance with
the standards and specifications of the City of Jacksonville Public Works Department.

4, Wetlands: There are no wetlands on the property

5. Concurrency: A Conditional Capacity Availability Statement has been submitted to the

Concurrency Management System Office and is pending.

UNIT DEVELOPMENT DESIGN GUIDELINES

1.

Tree Protection and Landscape Buffers: Landscaping will be designed in accordance with
the regulations and provisions of Part 12, of the Zoning Code City of Jacksonville,

applicable to commercial projects.
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2. Signage: Signage shall conform to the O’reilly Family of signage and shall consist of
the following signage package. A primary pole sign of 70 square feet, up to 23 feet in
height, with additional message board; small directional signs, and multiple building
signs. During the development there may be placed miscellaneous directional and
marketing signs throughout the development on projects being developed at the time.
These temporary signs will meet the requirements of Section 656.1306 and 656.1307 of
the Jacksonville Zoning Code.

4. Design Guidelines: Design shall provide finished facades on three sides.
5. Sidewalks: Sidewalks will be constructed where necessary along Merrill Road where

ROW is adjacent to O’Reilly property.

V. SUCCESSORS IN TITLE

All successors in title to the property, or any portion of the property, shall be bound to all the
development standards and conditions of this PUD, as contained herein and in the Ordinanice approving

the same.

V1. JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT

The project design is in harmony with the general purpose and intent of the City of Jacksonville Zoning
Code. The proposed project is compatible with similar communities in the area and the design and

layout of the PUD:

1. Allows for needed commercial uses on a major thoroughfare while remaining sensitive to
the surrounding residential areas;

2. Provndes a more desirable environment than would be possible through strict application
of the minimum requirements of the Zoning Code;

3. Allows for an effective use of land, resuiting in lower development cost;

4, Provides an environment that is characteristic of the surrounding areas (Sonic Restaurant
PUD is immediately adjacent to the east).

5. Supports the retention of property values by providing shopping needs and support for
the surrounding residential uses in the area.
