BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
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Part I

City of Jacksonville

Section 1.1  Estimated Revenues; Appropriations.  From the estimated revenues set forth on Third Revised Schedule A, there are hereby appropriated the sums set forth on Third Revised Schedule B and Revised Schedule A-1 and Revised Schedules A-2 and A-3 for the indicated purposes of the City of Jacksonville. The estimated revenues and appropriations provided therein, together with the other applicable provisions of this ordinance, shall constitute the annual budget and appropriations for the City of Jacksonville for its fiscal year beginning October 1, 2007 and ending September 30, 2008, which budget is hereby adopted and approved by the Council pursuant to s. 14.02 of the Charter, as amended.  Furthermore, the funds in the accounts listed in Second Revised Schedule AF shall be available for expenditure as set forth in s. 106.309 during the 2007-2008 fiscal year. 


Section 1.2. Restricted Application of Revenues to Fund Appropriations.  As required by law and prior ordinance of the Council, the following revenues as set forth on Third Revised Schedule A shall be applied to and appropriated only for the purposes specified below as set forth on Third Revised Schedules A and B and Revised Schedule A-1 and Revised Schedules A-2 and A-3: 


(a)
Ad valorem tax revenues-General Services District.  The following sums of ad valorem tax revenues to be assessed, levied and collected by the City within the General Services District are specifically appropriated only for the following purposes, as set forth in the General-Fund General Services District portion of the budget:



(1)
$23,775,954 for indigent care to the State of Florida - Disproportionate Share Program in the amounts per the Agreement approved by Ordinance 98-952-E, as amended.


The remaining ad valorem tax revenues derived from a levy for general services purposes shall be a part of the general revenues of the General Fund General-Services District.


Section 1.3  Special Provisions.

(a)
Public Service Grants.  The appropriations for non-governmental organizations made on Revised Schedule A-2 are subject to the provisions of Chapter 118, Ordinance Code.  The appropriations made herein shall be awarded as grants-in-aid to the miscellaneous agencies, and shall not require additional legislation for distribution of funds.  These grants shall be administered by City departments as designated in this ordinance.  The appropriation made to the Cultural Council of Greater Jacksonville, Inc., (Cultural Council) shall be disbursed directly to the Cultural Council and distributed by the Cultural Council to the various art organizations.  A list of art organizations receiving an appropriation shall be provided to the City Council, and each of such receiving organizations shall be recipients within the meaning of and subject to Chapter 118, Ordinance Code.  The Public Service Grant appropriation amount from the Special Alcohol Rehabilitation Trust Fund shown on Revised Schedule A-2 of this budget is an estimated cap amount only, and entitlement to receive such appropriation shall be subject to actual receipt by the City and subject to disbursement as set forth in Section 110.317, Ordinance Code.  The Public Service Grant Appropriations made in Revised Schedule A-2, which are shown in the budget under a departmental heading, shall be used only for the purpose of the listed Public Service Grant Appropriations and may not be transferred or reallocated for any other utilization within the respective department. 

The Public Service Grant to Jacksonville Area Legal Aid, Inc. found in Revised Schedule A-2 shall be subject to the condition that to the extent actual revenues from Court fines or costs taken together with this Public Service Grant, exceed budgeted and projected revenues from those sources, then in that event, any surplus shall be returned to the City of Jacksonville.


(b)
Departmental Capital Outlay.  Except as otherwise specifically provided on Third Revised Schedule B, the appropriations to each organizational unit for capital outlay are appropriated for acquisition of office furniture and equipment and for other support of departmental operations.  Additional and/or replacement furniture or equipment shall be acquired from such appropriations only upon written approval by the City Comptroller after certification from the Director of Procurement that no such furniture or equipment as requested is available from any other source in the City.

(c)
Carryovers.  Departmental capital outlay carryovers will be as specified on Second Revised Schedule AF except that there will be no carryovers in accounts of less than $1,000. 

(d)
Federal Public Service Grants.  The appropriations for non‑governmental organizations made on Revised Schedule A-3 are subject to the provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code.  However, any appropriation which is not covered by Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, (Procurement Code), or for which Chapter 126 is waived, shall comply with Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, (Miscellaneous Appropriations).  The appropriations made herein shall be awarded as grants‑in‑aid to the miscellaneous agencies.  These grants shall be administered by the Planning and Development Department.

(e)  State and Federal Grant Program 

(1)
No match Recurring Grants.  The Grants attached hereto as Schedule B1-A require no City match.  These Grants represent continuing or recurring grants which the City applies for annually and for which the City anticipates securing.  The Council hereby approves the list of recurring Grants in Schedule B1-A and approves the appropriation and position budget upon receiving the grant award contract and subsequent MBRC approval of the Budget Revision form for each grant.  Additional ten percent (10%) appropriation.  There is also appropriated from and to such accounts, for the purposes stated herein, an additional ten percent (10%) of the grant funds, to the extent the same becomes available during the term of the grant, and during any permissible extension of the grant term.  The Director of Finance is authorized to make such necessary accounting adjustments, without further Council action, to reflect actual grant revenues received. 

(2)
Continuation Grant/City Match required and approved. The Grants attached hereto as Schedule B1-B are continuation grants which require a City match.  The City match is approved in this budget.  The Council approves the list of continuation grants in Schedule B1-B and approves the appropriation and position budget upon receiving the grant award contract and subsequent MBRC approval of the Budget Revision form for each grant. Additional ten percent (10%) appropriation.  There is also appropriated from and to such accounts, for the purposes stated herein, an additional ten percent (10%) of the grant funds, to the extent the same becomes available during the term of the grant, and during any permissible extension of the grant term.  The Director of Finance is authorized to make such necessary accounting adjustments, without further Council action, to reflect actual grant revenues received. 

(3)
The City’s budget shall include participation in Miscellaneous Federal Grant Programs as identified in Schedule B1-C attached hereto, and those other federal programs as may be separately approved during the 2007-2008 fiscal year.  

Section 1.4
Employees Authorized; Allocation.


(a)
Employees Generally.  Notwithstanding any provisions to the contrary contained in s. 106.401, Ordinance Code, the number of full-time employees authorized to be employed by the City at any one time shall not exceed 7,934 classified positions.  A total of 5 positions (see Schedule B-2) are redlined and shall be eliminated when vacant and the number of authorized positions shall be reduced accordingly.


(b)
Position Reallocations and Grant Positions.



(1)
The employee allocation made in subsection (a) of this section is a unitary cap and general allocation for all City forces.  However, the Mayor shall provide to the Council Auditor a copy of written documentation of the reallocation of any of such positions within this unitary cap.



(2)
Whenever any person who is a grant employee ceases to be an employee under the grant and the grant itself does not expire, that grant position shall not expire, but may be filled by another person under the terms and conditions of the grant.  Whenever any grant expires, all of the grant positions authorized for the expired grant herein or in subsequent ordinances shall also expire.


Section 1.5
Temporary Employee Hours; Allocation.


Notwithstanding any provisions to the contrary contained in s. 106.404, Ordinance Code, the Council hereby authorizes 1,352,742temporary employee hours.  The Mayor shall provide the Council Auditor a copy of written documentation of the allocation of temporary employee hours.


Section 1.6
Projection of Forecasted General Fund Revenues and Expenditures.  As required by the provisions of Section 106.201, Ordinance Code, a projection of forecasted General Fund revenues and expenditures for the four years following the FY 2007-2008 budget proposal is on Schedule B-3.


Section 1.7
City Banking Fund Cap.  There is hereby established a Maximum City Banking Fund Cap of  $222,729,615 as detailed on Second Revised Schedule B-4. The Technology Replacements funded by the Banking Fund are shown by project on  Revised Schedule B4-a.

Section 1.8
Capital Improvement Budget.
The capital improvement projects attached hereto as Revised Schedule A1 page 2 of 2 represent the first year funding of the five year capital improvement program and are to be undertaken in the Fiscal Year 2007-2008.  The Council hereby approves the subsequent appropriation of current funds identified as Pay Go – FIND Match whereby upon receiving the grant award contracts, grant funds and the associated match will be appropriated according to the provisions in Section 1.3(e) State and Federal Grants Program.  The Council further approves and appropriates the list of Capital Improvement Projects designated to be funded by the Banking Pool on Second Revised Schedule B-4 and the remaining Pay Go balance of $2,600,500 to fund the capital projects in the 2007-2008 Capital Improvement Program.  Funding to be provided from the Tree Mitigation fund and Historic Preservation fund will require subsequent appropriation of the Council.


Section 1.9
Home Investment Partnership Program.  


(a)
In accordance with the provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, the Mayor is authorized to enter into contracts with organizations, private agencies and citizens' groups to carry out affordable housing activities, utilizing funds appropriated for the amount and purpose received as Federal Funds in the Home Investment Partnership Program.  Any appropriation which is not covered by Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, (Procurement Code), or for which Chapter 126 is waived, shall comply with Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, (Miscellaneous Appropriations).


(b)
If the United States approves a different allocation of funds than is appropriated, the Mayor shall transmit a supplementary budget to the Council for approval in accordance with the United States government's approved allocation.  The Mayor's transfer authority is limited to amounts within the administrative activities line items and transfers from program to program are prohibited without prior approval of the Council acting by resolution or ordinance.


(c)
There is hereby established a Revenue Fund account into which all proceeds and program income, including rental payments, pursuant to programs funded from revenues made available by the United States under the Home Investment Partnership Act, shall be made, and accrued interest earned, shall be deposited, and from which funds shall only be disbursed for use in accordance with federal, state and local laws, rules and regulations as outlined in the Home Investment Partnerships Program 2007-2008, Mission Statement and Programs, attached hereto as Revised Attachment A, using forms and procedures developed by the Planning and Development Department within approved budget limits.  


Section 1.10
Community Development Block Grant Program.


(a)
In accordance with the provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, the Mayor is authorized to enter into contracts with organizations, private agencies and citizens' groups to purchase equipment, materials, and goods and various services utilizing funds appropriated for the amount and purpose outlined on Revised Attachment B and Attachment C.  Any appropriation which is not covered by Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, (Procurement Code), or for which Chapter 126 is waived, shall comply with Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, (Miscellaneous Appropriations).


(b)
If the United States approves a different allocation of funds than is appropriated, the Mayor shall transmit a supplementary block grant to the Council for approval in accordance with the United States government's approved allocation.  The Mayor's transfer authority is limited to amounts within the administrative activities line items and transfers from program to program are prohibited without prior approval of the Council acting by resolution or ordinance.


(c)
Program income and interest received from repayments of loans under the Rehabilitation Loan Program are hereby appropriated to eligible CDBG and housing activities for expenditure and used in accordance with the authorized purposes of those programs and for no other expenditure or use without further appropriation by the Council.


(d)
All proceeds from the disposition of real property and interest therein previously purchased with CDBG funds, shall be deposited into the CDBG land acquisition account as designated by the Director of Administration and Finance and shall be used solely for the purpose of acquiring land for CDBG programs and uses without further appropriation by the Council.


Section 1.11
Septic Tanks.  In compliance with the guidelines described in Sections 751.106 and 751.107, Ordinance Code, there are hereby identified in Revised Schedule B-5, the up to date Septic Tank Failure Areas and the budget for the Septic Tank Phase Out Program.

Part II

JEA


Section 2.1
Estimated Revenues; Appropriations.  From the estimated total revenues and fund balances set forth on Revised Schedules C and D, there are hereby appropriated the sum expenditures set forth on Revised Schedules C and D for the indicated purposes of JEA.  There is appropriated to the City the sum of $94,187,538 from revenues of JEA, calculated as provided in s. 21.07, of the Charter, as amended.  JEA is hereby authorized to withdraw and expend the accumulated balance sheet fund balances available in its Transmission and Distribution Self Insurance Fund for capital expenditures incurred in connection with a hurricane or other extraordinary, non-recurring events. JEA is also authorized to withdraw and expend the accumulated balance sheet fund balances available in its Electric System and Water and Sewer System Revenue, Rate Stabilization, Renewal and Replacement Bond Proceeds, General Reserve Fund, and Debt Service Reserve Funds and Accounts for the retirement, defeasance or purchase of outstanding Electric System, Water and Sewer System, Bulk Power Supply System and St. Johns River Power Park System debt provided these payments are reflected as payments against the current year’s budget and that total revenues are adjusted accordingly.  The estimated total revenues, fund balances and appropriations provided therein, together with the other applicable provisions of this ordinance, shall constitute the annual budget and appropriations for JEA for its fiscal year beginning October 1, 2007 and ending September 30, 2008, which budget is hereby adopted and approved by the Council pursuant to ss. 14.02 and 21.07 of the Charter, as amended.


Section 2.2
Allocations, Allotments and Transfers.  JEA is authorized to allocate, allot and transfer within, but not between (unless less than $50,000 cumulative), the sums herein appropriated for more specific purposes within each of the total sums specified on Revised Schedules C and D and to transfer from time to time, without Council approval, appropriated funds from one of the purposes for which funds are appropriated by this Part II to another of such purposes, if, in the discretion of JEA, such transfer is necessary to carry out all of the purposes for which funds are hereby appropriated, subject to applicable law; provided, that JEA shall pay over to the Board of Pension Trustees, in addition to any other contribution to the pension funds required by law, the employer's contribution required by Section 9.4, which shall be paid as often as funds therefor are available. Once cumulative transfers between Revised Schedules C and D exceed $50,000, City Council approval must be obtained. There shall be provided to the Council Auditor, within twenty-four hours after Board approval, a copy of the written documentation of all proposed additional appropriations of funds.  There shall also be provided to the Council Auditor at the end of each quarter a copy or a summary of the written documentation of all transfers made between approved budget line items.  The number of full-time employees either authorized or employed at any one time shall not exceed 2,098.  The Council authorizes 320,000 temporary employee hours.


Section 2.3
Fuel Recovery Charge.
The status of the Fuel Recovery Charge activity will be reported to the City Council quarterly, within the Quarterly Summary Financial Report.

Part III

Water Sewer Expansion Authority (WSEA)


Section 3.1
Estimated Revenues; Appropriations.  From the estimated total revenues and authorized capital for grant development set forth on Schedules E and F, there are hereby appropriated the sum appropriations set forth on Schedules E and F for the indicated purposes of WSEA pursuant to s. 26 of the Charter.  The estimated total revenues and appropriations provided therein, together with the other applicable provisions of this ordinance, shall constitute the annual budget and appropriations for WSEA for its fiscal year beginning October 1, 2007 and ending September 30, 2008, which budget is hereby adopted and approved by the Council pursuant to ss. 14.02 and s. 26 of the Charter, as amended.

Section 3.2
Allocations, Allotments and Transfers.  WSEA is authorized to allocate, allot and transfer within, but not transfer funds to capital projects, the sums herein appropriated for more specific purposes within each of the total sums specified on Schedule E without Council approval.  There shall be provided to the Council Auditor, within twenty-four hours after WSEA Board approval, a copy of the written documentation of all proposed additional appropriations of funds.  There shall also be provided to the Council Auditor at the end of each quarter a copy or a summary of the written documentation of all transfers made between approved budget line items.  
Section 3.3   Function of WSEA.  WSEA will be subject to an annual audit, and must prepare and submit its budget for the ensuing year by July 1 to the City Council for review and approval. This initial budget submittal will be funded by JEA and the City. Thereafter the Agency shall function as a clearing-house and/or single point of contact for the implementation of voluntary water and sewer expansion and activities related thereto, whereby property owners within existing developed neighborhoods of JEA's Duval County service territory may voluntarily request and signify their desire for water and/or sewer infrastructure expansion, by signing a letter of intent to make payment of the sewer tap charge, sewer capacity fee and capital costs of infrastructure installation and water and sewer rates to be established by the Agency, the water pollution control charge, water meter tap fee and water capital recovery fee, sewer capacity recovery fee and all other applicable capital costs, the payment of which will be over time up to but no more than 30 years, through monthly billings, commencing upon connection. The Agency shall draw from JEA and other City agencies for expertise in areas such as engineering, construction, financing, communications, operations and maintenance and billing, in an effort to create efficiencies, minimize staff and maximize financial economies of scale. The number of full-time employees either authorized or employed at any one time shall not exceed 3.  The Council authorizes 2,080 temporary employee hours.

Jacksonville Aviation Authority


Section 4.1

From the estimated operating, tax and other revenues set forth on Schedule G and Schedule H, there are hereby appropriated the sums set forth on Schedule G and Schedule H for the indicated purposes of the Jacksonville Aviation Authority. The estimated revenues and appropriations provided therein, together with the other applicable provisions of this ordinance, shall constitute the annual budget and appropriations for the Jacksonville Aviation Authority for its fiscal year beginning October 1, 2007 and ending September 30, 2008, which budget is hereby adopted and approved by the Council pursuant to Section 5 of the Charter, as amended, and Chapter 2001-39, Laws of Florida, as amended.


Section 4.2 
Allocations, Allotments and Transfers. The Jacksonville Aviation Authority is authorized to allocate, allot and transfer within, but not between (unless less than $50,000 cumulative), the sums herein appropriated for more specific purposes within each of the total sums specified on Schedule G and Schedule H and to transfer from time to time, without Council approval, appropriated funds from one of the purposes for which funds are appropriated by this Part IV to another of such purposes, if, in the discretion of the Jacksonville Aviation Authority, such transfer is necessary to carry out all of the purposes for which funds are hereby appropriated, subject to applicable law; provided that the Jacksonville Aviation Authority shall pay over to the Board of Pension Trustees, in addition to any other contribution to the pension funds required by law, the employer’s contribution required by Section 9.4, which shall be paid as often as funds are available. Once cumulative transfers between Schedule G and Schedule H exceed $50,000, City Council approval must be obtained. There shall be provided to the Council Auditor, within twenty-four hours after Board approval, a copy of the written documentation of all proposed additional appropriations of funds. There shall also be provided to the Council Auditor at the end of each quarter a copy or a summary of the written documentation of all transfers made between approved budget line items. The number of full-time employees authorized at any one time shall not exceed 251. The Council authorizes 117,720 temporary employee hours.

The estimated revenues and appropriations provided therein, together with the other applicable provisions of this ordinance, shall constitute the annual budget and appropriations for the Jacksonville Port Authority for its fiscal year beginning October 1, 2007 and ending September 30, 2008, which budget is hereby adopted and approved by the Council pursuant to Section 5 of the Charter, as amended, and Chapter 2001-39, Laws of Florida, as amended.


Section 5.2 
Allocations, Allotments and Transfers.  The Jacksonville Port Authority is authorized to allocate, allot and transfer within, but not between (unless less than $50,000 cumulative), the sums herein appropriated for more specific purposes within each of the total sums specified on Revised Schedule I and Schedule J and to transfer from time to time, without Council approval, appropriated funds from one of the purposes for which funds are appropriated by this Part V to another of such purposes, if, in the discretion of the Jacksonville Port Authority, such transfer is necessary to carry out all of the purposes for which funds are hereby appropriated, subject to applicable law; provided that the Jacksonville Port Authority shall pay over to the Board of Pension Trustees, in addition to any other contribution to the pension funds required by law, the employer’s contribution required by Section 9.4, which shall be paid as often as funds are available. Once cumulative transfers between Revised Schedule I and Schedule J exceed $50,000, City Council approval must be obtained. There shall be provided to the Council Auditor, within twenty-four hours after Board approval, a copy of the written documentation of all proposed additional appropriations of funds. There shall also be provided to the Council Auditor at the end of each quarter a copy or a summary of the written documentation of all transfers made between approved budget line items. The number of full-time employees authorized at any one time shall not exceed 204.  The Council authorizes 90,168 temporary employee hours.

The Jacksonville Children’s Commission’s total FY 2007/08 budget of $55,609,364, comprised of federal, state, City and private funding, is herein appropriated, with the provision that the Jacksonville Children’s Commission must return to City Council to obtain their approval for any individual grants that are either not within plus or minus 10% of the amount received as listed on Revised Schedule M.  In accordance with the Mayor’s transfer policy the Jacksonville Children’s Commission is authorized to transfer, through a transfer directive, expenditures from one line item to another provided that the Jacksonville Children’s Commission does not transfer appropriations from children’s programs. Any transfers from children’s programs shall require City Council approval. In addition, within the listing of funding provided by the Jacksonville Children’s Commission to agencies for children’s programs, incorporated herein as part of Revised Schedule A-2, Public Service Grants, the Jacksonville Children’s Commission shall not be permitted to transfer funds from one agency to another without City Council approval. There shall be provided to the Council Auditor, within twenty-four hours after Commission approval, a copy of the written documentation of all proposed additional appropriations of funds.  There shall also be provided to the Council Auditor at the end of each quarter a copy or a summary of the written documentation of all transfers made between approved budget line items.  

Section 10.2.
Public Works Charge Back Limitations. No charge back shall be charged to any City Council appropriations from bonded discretionary District Council funds.  In order to properly allocate all costs related to all other capital projects, all requests for project management and/or design services anticipated to exceed $5,000 per project shall be accompanied by an identified funding source and project number.

Prior to implementation of the $5,000 Charge Back limitation, the Department shall establish a rate structure, per person hourly rate and tracking mechanism including detailed hourly time sheets broken down by project.  Furthermore, the department shall forecast the cost of the average project for a conceptual design, including drawing and cost estimates.  Additionally, the department shall report to the Finance Committee at the mid-year budget review, the break down of the use of public works charge back by department and make a recommendation for full-time employment for planning and design engineers for each department.

No operating funds may be transferred into this trust fund unless specifically approved by City Council. All event-related monies and interest placed into this trust fund are hereby appropriated for the purposes of this trust fund and such appropriations (event-related monies and City-provided funding) shall not lapse at the close of any fiscal year, but instead shall carry over to the next fiscal year.  
The Special Events Division, no later than 30 days after the last day of an event, shall deliver a complete accounting of revenues by source, and expenditures by category and source including but not limited to General Fund, Trust Fund, and any other funds, on a form agreed to by the Division, the CFO, and the Council Auditor.

There is created within the General Trust and Agency Fund a trust fund account to be known as the Youth Travel Trust Fund. The Board of Directors of the Jacksonville Children's Commission is hereby designated as the agent of the City for the purposes of determining and authorizing the allocation of a travel grant appropriation designated in the annual budget ordinance or in supplemental appropriation ordinances as being appropriated for eligible recipients.  (f)   Jacksonville Landing Parking Facility  means the off-street parking facility bounded on the South by Coastline Drive and the St. Johns River on the West by the most easterly portion of the Jacksonville Landing loading dock area, on the North by Independent Drive. The East boundary is adjacent to and runs parallel to the most westerly boundary of the Richard P. Daniel Building. The entrance to this facility is 81 Coast Line Drive East. 

(cg)   Water Street Parking Garage  is the City-owned parking garage bounded on the South by West Water Street, on the West by Broad Street. On the North by Bay Street, the easterly boundary is adjacent to and runs parallel to the most westerly boundary of the Federal Building. This parking garage has two entrances; one at 541 West Water Street, the other at the most southerly end of Clay Street.  

(dh)   Yates Building Parking Garage  means the City-owned parking facility located at all of Block 3, Hart's Map of Jacksonville, bounded on the South by Forsyth Street, on the North by Adams Street, on the West by Newnan Street and on the East by Market Street. The entrance to this parking garage is 200 East Adams Street.  

(ei) Market 300 East Forsyth Street Lot means the parking lot located at Market and Forsyth Streets.

If any part, section, subsection or other portion of this ordinance or any application thereof to any person or circumstances is declared to be void, unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, such part, section, subsection or other portion, or the proscribed application thereof, shall be severable and the remaining provisions of this ordinance and all applications thereof not having been declared void, unconstitutional or invalid shall remain in full force and effect.  The Council declares that no invalid or proscribed provision of application was an inducement to the enactment of this ordinance and that it would have enacted this ordinance regardless of the invalid or proscribed provision or application.


Section 10.17
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

2007-2008 POLICY, MISSION STATEMENT, AND PROGRAMS

Policy

The Housing and Neighborhoods Department, Housing Services Division (HND-HSD)
policy is, within the limits of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code and applicable federal
regulations, to provide affordable housing programs for eligible very low, low and
moderate-income people and families living within Duval County. The availability of
affordable housing programs is contingent upon annual funding provided from the U.S.
Department of Housing and Urban Development, similar federal housing and
community development programs, the State of Florida, and on leveraging local public
and private resources.

Mission Statement

The HND-HSD's strategy for providing affordable housing is to encourage public/private
partnerships to invest in affordable rental housing; to stimulate the construction and
reconstruction of residential properties, which in turn will stimulate the job market in the
construction industry; and to increase and improve the supply of affordable housing.
The HND-HSD’s mission for 2007-08 is: To form partnerships-with-private-for profit and
non-profit organizations to expand opportunities for home ownership by low and
moderate-income residents and provide funding to expand the availability of affordable
rental units.

The aforementioned agencies are eligible for funding based on the criterion described in the
CHDO narrative in an amount not to exceed $506,756. Other non profits organizations meeting
the CHDO requirements throughout the fiscal year may become eligible for funding. All proposed
awards for funding will be approved through the Procurement Department’s, General
Governmental Awards Committee.

HOME PROGRAM DESCRIPTIONS

The City of Jacksonville proposes to expend $3,378,371 of HOME funds to increase
availability of housing, particularly housing for low and very low-income families. Fifteen
percent of HOME funding or $506,756 of this grant will be set aside for the exclusive
use for Community Housing Development Organizations as per 24 CFR 92.

PROPOSED USE OF FUNDS

The programs included in this 2007-2008 HOME Program Description were developed
to be consistent with the recommendations contained in the 2007-2008 Action Plan of
the five year 2005-2010 Consolidated Plan.

The City of Jacksonville will provide appropriate financial assistance to all applicants
under the HOME Program by evaluating each project in accordance with the program
guidelines adopted for this purpose and funding sources regulations and will not invest
any more HOME funds in combination with other Federal assistance than is necessary
to provide affordable housing.
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COMMUNITY HOUSING DEVELOPMENT ORGANIZATIONS (CHDOs)

Fifteen percent of the City’s allocation of HOME funds, $506,756 will be used for
specific CHDO activities that may vary and range from acquisition of vacant land and
buildings, demolition, new construction and substantial rehabilitation including funding in
the form of loans and grants to cover eligible related project costs. An additional 5% of
HOME funds, $168,919, will be used for CHDO operating costs such as administration
and planning, operating expenses and soft costs.

The City has certified fifteen CHDO groups and has designated them eligible to carry
out these activities; all of which may being considered for funding in the aforementioned
budget, provided they meet the below mentioned criterion. The City will be actively
involved in providing organizational assistance, technical assistance, and training to the
CHDOs. Through training and technical support, the City will ensure that the projects
undertaken by the CHDOs meet the requirements and obligations set forth in 24 CFR
92 Subpart G Section 92.300-92.303. The City encourages the CHDOs to develop
creative responses to the needs of low and very low-income persons. Other non-profit
organizations meeting the CHDO requirements are encouraged to seek certification.

CHDO Development Subsidy Funding Criterion
Who is.Eligible2

All Community Housing Development Organizations (CHDO) must be certified with
Housing and. Neighborhoods Department's Housing Services Division. Awards will be
provided.based. on a first come first served basis when the below outlined criteria is met.

What are the Criteria?

¢ CHDO’s must be in compliance with Chapter 118,
e CHDO’s must show the ability to process and expedite in a timely fashion as
measured by:
o Site control (evidenced by a Warranty Deed)
o Zoning
o Land Use and Site Plan
o Site suitability (soil, environmental)
o Engineering (planned or completed)
o Architectural {(planned or completed)
o Building Permit (Completed, Submitted and Received)
o CHDO’s must meet and provide the following financial requirements:
o Development Pro Forma (must outline the amount to be reserved)
o Must have-construction financing in place and provide evidence thereof.

Eligible uses: of funding:~

Gap. Financing_— the difference between the- cost to- construct the-unit and the sales
price that the market will bear to sell that unit based on a current, certified appraisal.
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Gap Financing will be used for the sole purpose of the production and development of
single-family, homeownership scattered site units.

Ineligible uses of funding:

Land Banking

Infrastructure

Operating Expenses

Development of Subdivisions — this activity is considered as a ‘project’ and will
therefore not be funded through this source.

Maximum Award:

CHDO may request a maximum reserve of five (5) units at a time. The maximum per
unit subsidy will not exceed $45,000, utilizing a combination of State and Federal funds.
Awards will be based on the amount needed to subsidize the project's development

gap.
Recapture Requirements:

Development Subsidy awards will be in the form of a grant. Projects must start within
six months of the reservation for funding and remain progressive through the completion
of the project. Failure to comply with this requirement will result in the de-obligation of
reservation.

Once the CHDO provides evidence of the aforementionied: criteriom and: submits a
detailed development budget, identifying the proposed development-gap for each site,
then staff will initiate the following actions:

o A commitment letter will be drafted,

o a project setup form and subsidy layering review will be completed for
each site;

. the project will be set up in IDIS;

o A HOME contract will be drafted for the proposed number of units and the

funding amount as identified on the development pro formas;

All proposed awards for funding will be approved through the City's Procurement
Department's, General Governmental Awards Committee. All contracts will be reviewed
by the Office of General Counsel, General Accounting Division and the contract signed
by the Mayor or his designee.

HEADSTART TO HOMEOWNERSHIP (H2H) PROGRAM

The HND-HSD’s will not allocate any of this years HOME Program funds to the
Headstart to Homeownership (H2H) Program; however we will continue to fund this
initiative using HOME program income. The H2H Program targets qualified applicants
whose income is 80% or less of the median income for Jacksonville. The H2H Program
offers financial assistance up to $14,999, to provide down payment and closing cost
assistance to eligible families/individuals who are-interested in buying a home. An
additional $5,000 may be awarded if homes. are.purchased.in targeted.neighborhoods.
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Affordability for low and very low-income persons will be maintained according to the
requirements in 24 CFR 92.252(5). Rents shall not exceed the maximum HOME rents
as specified by U.S. HUD for the period of affordability.

Throughout the period of affordability, the City of Jacksonville will ensure the
affordability of rental units in the following manner:

¢ Re-certify tenant income annually

e Review rent and utility allowances annually

e Certify compliance to Code (local, state and federal) annually for projects with 25
or more units, and once every two years for projects fewer than 25 units.

The City will work towards maximizing private investor participation in the program by
direct contact and through development of the private sector and public agency
partnerships to provide decent, safe, sanitary and affordable housing for low to very low
income persons.

HOMEOWNER NEW CONSTRUCTION PROGRAM

The homeowner new construction program assists very low-income homeowner
occupants residing in the targeted neighborhoods and Neighborhood Action Plan areas,
whose homes are so dilapidated and unsafe that they are not economically feasible for
rehabilitation. The program will target elderly homeowners whose homes have been
cited by the Neighborhood Department's, Property Safety Division in which severe code
violations have been found and where mitigating actions must be taken for the health
and safety of the occupants.

Eligible applicants must be owner occupants of the property whose income does not
exceed 50% of the median income. Total deferred payment loan assistance cannot
exceed $95,000. Funds expended will be secured to the grantee’s new residence by a
lien that will stipulate that no repayment will be required nor any interest accrued and
that repayment of the principal amount of the deferred payment loan will be due on
death, transfer, or sale of property.

Funds may be expended for demolition of the existing structure and construction of a
new residence on the same site; or relocation of the homeowner to an existing home
within Duval County provided the sales price does not exceed $95,000. Size of
replacement unit will be based on family size and need.
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HOMEOWNER REHABILITATION

The homeowner rehabilitation program offers deferred payment loans to assist low-
income homeowners in the Mayor's Intensive Care neighborhoods with costs to make
needed repairs to their homes. Comprehensive housing repairs will be performed,
however, special emphasis will be placed on roofing, electrical, plumbing, structural
concerns and other problems that may threaten the health and safety of the occupants,
in an amount not to exceed $40,000. Repairs exceeding $40,000 with a maximum of
$50,000 must be approved by the Executive Director of the Jacksonville Housing
Commission prior to the start of the project. Eligible applicants must own and occupy
the home to rehabilitated and be low and moderate income. In addition their mortgage
and property taxes must be current.
