AN ORDINANCE DECLARING CERTAIN PROPERTY, THE 1970 65-FOOT EUGENE JOHNSON BOAT (MP #3178), TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING ITS SALE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF PART 8, CHAPTER 122, ORDINANCE CODE; PROCEEDS TO BE CAPTURED IN SPECIAL COUNCIL CONTINGENCY – F&R BOAT PROCEEDS ACCOUNT; PROVIDING FOR THE CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2007-2008; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus.  The City hereby declares that certain 1970 65-foot Eugene Johnson boat (MP #3178) (the “Subject Property”), to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville.

Section 2.

Authorization for sale in accordance with Chapter 122.  The City hereby authorizes the disposition of the Subject Property in accordance with the provisions of Section 122.813, Ordinance Code.
Section 3.

Proceeds to be captured in Reserve Account.
The proceeds from the sale of the 1970 65 foot Eugene Johnson boat shall be placed in the Special Council Contingency – F&R Boat Proceeds account (account number to be determined) to be appropriated by Council at a future date when the proceeds and expenditures are defined.

Section 4.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated herein shall not lapse at the end of the current fiscal year, but shall carry over into Fiscal Year 2007-2008.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
