WHEREAS, at 107 years of age, Ms. Williams has voted in every election since she first registered to vote over 61 years ago, and she has voted in 15 separate Presidential elections; and


WHEREAS, Ms. Williams’ response to the question of why voting is so important to her is, “It’s what I’m supposed to do.” and her favorite President is Theodore Roosevelt; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

That the City hereby recognizes and honors Ms. Anna Williams on being one of Duval County’s eldest and most active voters, and wishes her the very best of health and happiness in the company of her personal and church families.  The City extends its congratulations and best wishes on this happy occasion.
