WHEREAS, Ms. Cobb’s response to the question of why voting is so important to her is, “It’s my way of knowing what is going on.  I vote to stay involved in the voting process.” and her favorite President is John F. Kennedy; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City hereby recognizes and honors Ms. Blanche Arrington Cobb on being one of Duval County’s eldest and most active voters, and wishes her the very best of health and happiness in the company of her personal and church families.  The City extends its congratulations and best wishes on this happy occasion.
