RESOLUTION 2007-834-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND CAREER OF RENEE BECKHAM, PRINCIPAL AUDITOR IN THE COUNCIL AUDITOR’S OFFICE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Renee Beckham, a native of Jacksonville’s Northside, graduated from Andrew Jackson High School and from the University of North Florida with a degree in accounting, and she continued her studies to become both a Certified Public Accountant and a Certified Fraud Examiner; and


WHEREAS, beginning in 1989, Renee maintained employment with the City of Jacksonville, Council Auditor’s Office, where she rose through the ranks to the position of Principal Auditor, an important level attained by very few, and where she meticulously led the office team concentrating on audits and the general government budget review; and


WHEREAS, Renee’s dedication to meritorious service and her selfless personality endeared her to those with whom she had contact, both in City government and in the community, and she was particularly known for her ready smile, quick wit, and astute observations; and


WHEREAS, Renee Beckham was a gracious lady of great integrity, deep faith, and boundless inner strength, with a tremendous love for not only family, but all others, and she was an avid fan of the University of Florida Gators and Paul McCartney while being active in the programs of First Baptist Church and such physical exercises as bicycling and running; and


WHEREAS, Renee Beckham passed untimely from this life on July 20, 2007, but her numerous charitable deeds, her pursuit of kindness, and her unparalleled service to our community ensure that she will long be remembered as a woman worthy of emulation and honor; now, therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City Council does hereby honor and commemorate the life and career of Renee Beckham, Principal Auditor in the Council Auditor’s Office.

Section 2.

That the City Council does further express its sincerest sympathies to the family and many friends of Renee Beckham, recognizing that their loss is deeply felt by many throughout our Jacksonville community.
