Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide HIV-related health and support services to African Americans living with HIV/AIDS and residing in the Jacksonville Transitional Grant Area.

Section 5.

Oversight Department.
The Community Services Department shall oversee the project described herein.
