A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND COMMENDING TONY BOSELLI FOR HIS CARING AND DEDICATED SERVICE TO THE JACKSONVILLE COMMUNITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Tony Boselli was the first player drafted by the expansion Jacksonville Jaguars and the second player taken in the 1995 National Football League draft; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Boselli’s illustrious football career was centered mainly in Jacksonville, and he retired as a Jaguar, with his prowess on the football field earning him recognition as one of the best left tackles in the game, appearances in five Pro Bowls, and induction as the first member of the Jaguars’ ring of honor known as the Pride of the Jaguars; and


WHEREAS, after leaving professional football, Mr. Boselli remained active in the Jacksonville community through various business and personal ventures, including his Tony Boselli Foundation; and


WHEREAS, the Tony Boselli Foundation was instrumental in the establishment of a Youth Life Learning Center at Simonds-Johnson Park and Community Center to provide academic enrichment, character development, educational resources, and community involvement activities in one of Jacksonville’s Seeds of Change pilot areas, with the goal of improving prospects for young people through exemplary role models and targeted programs encouraging positive, productive, and successful lives; and


WHEREAS, while Tony Boselli has brought national notoriety to the Jacksonville area, in a tangible manner he has also brought personal hope to many of Jacksonville’s younger citizens, and the City Council desires to honor him as a man worthy of emulation; now, therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City Council does hereby recognize and commend Tony Boselli for his caring and dedicated service to the Jacksonville community and its citizens, as evidenced by his efforts in establishing a Youth Life Learning Center at Simonds-Johnson Park and Community Center.
