Bill Summary:  This bill appropriates $60,000 ($54,062 from a Council Operating Contingency account and $5,938 from a Jacksonville Historic Landmarks Commission account) to assist in Phase II of the renovations to the Old South Jacksonville City Hall.  Authorization is given for the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute required documents, and provision is made for the carryover of appropriated funds into the 2007-2008 fiscal year.
Background Information:  The Old South Jacksonville City Hall, located at 1468 Hendricks Avenue, was designated an historic landmark site by Ordinance 2002-1166-E, and the San Marco Preservation Society, Inc., has overseen its preservation and renovation.  The Society has secured monies, including State grants, to fund various renovation efforts, but is in need of additional City funds to complete renovations.
