BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of recommended findings and conclusions.
The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings for application for minor modification to an approved Planned Unit Development MM-2007-07, which is on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division and the Planning and Development Department, and has considered the recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee, attached hereto as Exhibit 1. GRANTING APPEAL, OVERTURNING PLANNING COMMISSION FINAL
ORDER DENYING PUD MM-2007-07, AND APPROVING
APPLICATION PUD MM-2007-07, WITH CONDITION

The Land Use and Zoning Committee reviewed the Notice of Appeal and Record of Proceedings
before the Planning Commission regarding Planned Unit Development Minor Modification Application
2007-07, including the above-referenced Application, the Report of the Planning and Development
Department, the Final Order issued by the Planning Commission, the applicable portions of the transcript or
transcripts of the Planning Commission meeting(s) and documentary evidence submitted to the Planning
Commission. Additionally, the Land Use and Zoning Committee heard testimony and received and
reviewed documentary evidence presented at the Committee meeting and public hearing held on November
6, 2007, December 4, 2007, and January 3, 2008.

Upon review of the entire record, including the transcript of the Land Use and Zoning Committee
meeting and public hearing, the Council finds substantial competent evidence in the record to conclude that
Application PUD MM-2007-07 meets the criteria of the applicable Sections of the Zoning Code.
