Bill Summary: The bill appropriates $207,506 from part-time salary accounts to purchase new “ballot on demand” voting equipment capable of reading ballots by precinct and not just by style, as mandated by state law for the 2008 early voting period.
Background Information:  The equipment to be purchased is the latest version of optical scan voting equipment available from Diebold, the City’s voting machine supplier.  The current equipment reads ballots by style, but not by precinct.  The new equipment will read any ballot style for any precinct, and will allow vote tabulation at the precinct level for every early voting location.
Policy Impact Area: Voting equipment
Fiscal Impact: Appropriates $207,506 from part-time salary accounts available due to reduced staffing of the last City election because of anticipated low voter turnout.
