PURPOSE:

Funds in Part time salaries were not utilized. Staffing of polling locations was reduced due to
expected low turnouts in First and Second Unitary Elections.

Changes to the Florida Election Law, including the reduction of reporting Early voting results by precinct
timelines and new audit requirements will require that precinct tabulation capability be a necessity for 2008
Early Voting periods. Transfer of funds from part time salaries to purchase voting machines that will be
compatible with ballot on demand requirements. Current voting machines used in Early voting locations are
only capable of reading ballots by style, not by precinct. If approved, transfer would provide funds to
purchase Accuvote OSX voting machines, the next generation of optical scan voting provided by Diebold.
Thes OSX units would be capable of reading any ballot precinct or style in each Early Voting location. This
would allow for tabulation of early voting ballots at the precinct level, a technology the current Accuvote OS
units cannot provide.
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2007 Election cycle was a municipal election, therefore not eligible to receive federal HAVA funds for Voter Qutreach
and pollworker recruitment and Education, so matching funs were not budgeted for this specific subobject. 2008
being a Federal election year, is eligible. This transfer would allocate funds to Subsidies and contributions for 2007-

2008 matching funds for a HAVA grant available this year. Grant funds would be utilized for 2008 Primary elections.

Another grant is anticipated for the 2007-2008 FY, so this subobject will be funded next FY. That grant could be used
for the 2008 Presidential election.
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
