A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING THE JACKSONVILLE POLICE ATHLETIC LEAGUE “ROADRUNNERS” TRACK AND FIELD TEAM ON WINNING THE PAL STATE CHAMPIONSHIP FOR THE SECOND CONSECUTIVE YEAR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Jacksonville’s Police Athletic League was founded in 1972 to provide positive recreational activities for youth and to help instill the values of character and leadership in young people; and


WHEREAS, Jacksonville PAL’s programs have been extremely successful in both their athletic and character-building missions over the course of years, positively affecting the lives of thousands of Jacksonville’s youth; and


WHEREAS, this year the Jacksonville PAL “Roadrunners” track and field team not only hosted the 2007 PAL state championship meet at Mallison Park, welcoming 9 other teams and more than 250 athletes from around the state, but won the state championship in convincing fashion over the runner-up team from St. Petersburg; and 


WHEREAS, the victory marked the second consecutive year that the Roadrunners have captured the PAL state championship crown; and


WHEREAS, the City is extremely proud of the accomplishments of the PAL Roadrunners, including the young athletes, their coaches, families and supporters; and


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Police Athletic League is to be commended on the positive and supportive role it plays in the lives of so many of Jacksonville’s young people; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City hereby honors and congratulates the Jacksonville Police Athletic League “Roadrunners” track and field team on their second consecutive PAL state track and field championship, and wishes the organization and its outstanding young people the very best of success in their athletic, academic, and personal lives.  The City is very proud of these young men and women for their many accomplishments, and of the Police Athletic League for their work as positive mentors and role models.
