Bill Summary: This bill reappoints Richard M. Coram, CPA to the Board of Trustees of the City of Jacksonville Retirement System, as a Certified Public Accountant with knowledge of pension and retirement fund matters, for a three-year term expiring October 22, 2010.

Background Information: Section 120.102, Ordinance Code, provides that two of the members of the Pension Board shall be appointed by the City Council and shall be knowledgeable in pension and retirement fund matters and be either a representative of the banking industry or the insurance industry, or one or both shall be designated as a Certified Public Accountant (CPA) or Chartered Financial Planner (CFP).  Mr. Coram received a bachelor’s degree in accounting from the University of South Florida and is a CPA.  He retired as Assistant Council Auditor in 1998, after 28 years of service with the Jacksonville City Council, Council Auditor’s Office.  Mr. Coram resides in Jacksonville Beach within Council District #13.
