Bill Summary:  This bill appropriates $21,971 from the United States Dept. of Homeland Security for acquisition of special equipment to be used in anti-terrorism operations for harbor safety protection.  Provision is made for the carryover of appropriated funds into the 2007-2008 fiscal year.
Background Information:  The Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office is one of the few bomb squads with underwater capability, and the special equipment will enhance render safe procedures and increase personal protection for technicians in waters that contain toxic industrial chemicals and other pollutants.  Such equipment includes full face, communications capable masks and dry SCUBA suits which protect from ingestion or absorption of pollutants, throat microphones which provide hands-free communication ability, and remote control for robot to reduce the number of situations requiring manned investigations.  No cash match is required.
