Bill Summary: This ordinance reduces funding for the Parramore Road Extension Project, A Better Jacksonville Plan project, and transferring that funding in the amount of $1,350,000 to the Rampart Road (Argyle Forest Boulevard to Park City) Project, another Better Jacksonville Plan project.  This transfer enables the execution of the construction contract for the Rampart Road (Argyle Forest Boulevard to Park City) project, as initiated by B.T. 07-190.  The ordinance amends the 2006-2011 Five Year Capital Improvement Program, approved by Ordinance 2006-789-E, to reduce funding for the “Parramore Road Extension” project and provide additional funding for the “Rampart Road – Argyle to Park City Dr.” project.  The project site is located in Council District 14.
Background Information: The transfer of $1,350,000 in funds are monies that have been previously appropriated to Better Jacksonville Plan projects.
