Bill Summary: The bill authorizes execution of an agreement with the State of Florida for the City to act as a Third Party Administrator to conduct commercial driver’s license testing for City of Jacksonville employees on behalf of the Florida Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles.
Background Information: The agreement would permit the City to test its employees on behalf of the state on the on-road skills necessary qualify for commercial driver’s licenses, classes A, B and C – large trucks over 26,000 pounds.  The testing would take place at the City’s fleet management facility on West 1st Street.  In-house testing would be a convenience for commercial license applicants and should provide time savings over having to leave work to take the test at a Florida DHMV facility.
Policy Impact Area: Employee skills certification
Fiscal Impact: The administration’s fact sheet for the bill estimates the annual revenue for testing fees at $8,750 and the overtime cost for testing personnel to be $5,100.
