PURPOSE/SUMMARY: 
To appropriate $459,599 in grant funding, plus interest earnings thereon, from the U.S. Department of Justice/Bureau of Justice Assistance to implement and administer the following crime prevention and education programs designed to reduce crime and improve public safety. These programs serve the residents of Duval County with regards to providing services to violent and non-violent criminals, providing services to victims of crime, and providing opportunities for adult ex-offenders and juvenile offenders and ex-offenders.


Recreation and Community Services Department operated programs: 

1. Office of Juvenile Justice & Offender-Based Initiatives($104,689) – provides funding for the support of the Juvenile Justice Comprehensive Strategy (JJCS) in terms of  the research and documentation of juvenile crime trends in Duval County, along with the tracking of these activities as they relate to established priority risk factors.  The JJCS is a collaboration of various partnerships including, but not limited to, juvenile justice providers, the Duval County Jail, families, schools and faith-based organizations all working in a combined effort to reduce juvenile crimes in Duval County by directing resources towards prevention programs that minimize risk factors and promote public safety.  Also, under the umbrella of the Office of Juvenile Justice & Offender Based Initiatives, the Developing Adults With Necessary Skills (DAWN) program operates and receives funding for two staff members to provide G.E.D instruction and remediation, life skills training and transitional counseling for incarcerated males ages 18 to 24 years of age with the goal of successful integration back into society.  

2. Intimate Violence Enhanced Services Team (InVEST) ($118,440) - provides funding for  the efforts to reduce domestic violence homicides in Duval County through identification of and intervention in potentially lethal domestic violence cases.   InVEST is a collaboration of one Jacksonville Sheriffs Office detective, two Hubbard House victim advocates, and two Community Services Department staff.  InVEST serves to provide intensive case management, outreach, court advocacy, safety planning, resource referral and intense follow-up for high-risk domestic violence cases.  Grant funding provides 12 months of wages and benefits of two staff ($78,440) as well as a 12 month performance-based contract with Hubbard House ($40,000) to provide case management services.
3. Administrative Award (10% of total grant award) - provides funding for the wages and benefits ($52,374) of an Accountant for a term of 15 months that will support the financial administration of the Justice Assistance Grants, with the balance of funding ($12,626) supporting the City/Department’s operating costs related to the administration of the grant and its supported programs and services in terms of IT costs, reproduction costs, telephone charges, legal expenses and other miscellaneous operating costs.

Contracted Agencies:


4. Inside/Outside, Inc.  - Transitional Housing for Certified Former Juvenile Offenders ($126,500) - provides funding to operate a transitional residential home that houses up to five male juveniles who were prosecuted, sentenced and incarcerated as adults in the Duval County Jail.  Goals of the facility are to provide safe, stable living accommodations for homeless youth. Facility staff provide services and referrals to assist youth in preparing for and obtaining secondary, and where feasible, post secondary education and/or vocational training including  assisting youth in obtaining employment. The facility is licensed by the Department of Children & Families and bears certain costs associated with maintaining that license such as ensuring that youth obtain the necessary medical, dental and psychological care. In addition, other on-going costs to operate the facility include staffing, utilities, transportation, maintenance, insurance and various other operating costs.

Contracted Agencies (continued):


5. Communities in Schools of Jacksonville, Inc. – Jailed Juvenile Program($45,000) -  provides services to assist 50 to 60 incarcerated juveniles during and after their release from the Duval County Jail.  Goals of the Jailed Juvenile Program are to increase the likelihood that participating juveniles’ will live a crime-free life through commitment to meeting various educational, employment and/or behavioral goals.  The program provides case management services that includes:  educational assistance (i.e. HS diploma, G.E.D, college enrollment), employment counseling, individual and group sessions, life skills training, and home visitations.   The contracted level of funding is expected to provide for wages and benefits of a Program Manager for a period of 12 months as well as  funding to provide participant incentives and financial assistance, activity costs and travel.

IMPACT - FINANCIAL/OTHER: 

The 2007 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program will provide the Community Services Department $459,599 of the total $650,008 criminal justice funding made available to Duval County with the balance of funding ($190,409) being awarded to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (JSO) to administer and implement the “Jacksonville Area Discharge Enhancement Program” (JSO program legislated separately). 
The Community Services Department will directly implement $183,099 of the criminal justice grant funding by continuing the programmatic operations of the Office of Juvenile Justice & Offender Based Initiatives and the Intimate Violence Enhanced Services Team (InVEST) program.  In addition, the Department will administer $211,500 in grant funding to support three crime prevention and education programs via three subcontracts:  1. contract with Inside/Outside, Inc. ($126,500) for the continued operation of a transitional residential home, 2. contract with Communities in Schools of Jacksonville, Inc. ($45,000) relative to the Jailed Juvenile Program, and 3. contract with Hubbard House, Inc. ($40,000) for the staffing of two Victim Advocates to support the InVEST program. The Department will also administer a $65,000 administrative allowance permitted by the grantor for the purposes of retaining an Accountant and defraying some of the operational costs associated with administering the grant and its associated programs and services.
