Bill Summary: This bill appropriates $190,409 from the U.S. Department of Justice, Justice Assistance Grant, with no local match, ($142,409 to the Jacksonville Re-Entry Center account to fund travel, training, equipment, supplies, and salaries and benefits for three positions and $48,000 to Fleet Management for the purchase of two vehicles) for a program to provide services to assist inmates in successfully re-entering the community after release, as initiated by B.T. 08-011; the funds will carryover to Fiscal Year 2007-2008.  The bill approves new positions, as initiated by R.C. 08-016.
Background Information: Any funds remaining after the purchase of the vehicles must be returned to the grant account.  The funds appropriated by this ordinance were allocated by the City’s Community Services Department to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office from a DOJ grant awarded to the City of Jacksonville.
