ORDINANCE 2007-950-E
An ordinance appropriating $190,409 from the u. s. department of JUSTICE (DOJ) justice assistance grant, WITH NO LOCAL MATCH, ($142,409 to THE JACKSONVILLE RE-ENTRY CENTER ACCOUNT TO fund travel, training, equipment, supplies, and salaries and benefits for three positions, and $48,000 to fleet management for the purchase of two vehicles) for  a program to provide services to assist inmates in successfully re-entering the community after release, as initiated by b.t. 08-011; providing a carryover of funds to fiscal year 2008-2009; approving new positions, as initiated by r.c. 08-016; providing for the reversion of certain unspent funds; providing an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

There are hereby authorized the positions more fully described in R.C. #08-016, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.

Reverter.

Any funds set aside for the purchase of the two vehicles, as set forth herein, which are remaining after purchase of the vehicles, shall be returned to the grant account from whence the funds were appropriated.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
