Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Acquisition Approved.  The acquisition from Victor Galeone, as Bishop of the Diocese of St. Augustine, Florida (the “Diocese”), for a total purchase price of $700,000, of those certain parcels of property identified as Parcel 100-3A (Real Estate Number 162140-0100), Parcel 100-3B (Real Estate Number 162200-0100), Parcel 100-3C (Real Estate Number 162250-0200), Parcel 800-3D (Real Estate Number 162200-0100), and Parcel 700-3E (Real Estate Number 162200-0100) on Girvin Road in Council District 2, in accordance with the terms of the City of Jacksonville Real Estate Division Option to Purchase, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby approved.    
Section 2.

Purpose.
The parcels are being acquired for the purposes of constructing a joint use retention pond, which shall be used by the Diocese and the City, to accommodate storm water drainage for the Girvin Road Reconstruction Project (the “Project”) and to widen the Project.  
Section 3.

Execution of Documents Authorized.
The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute all such documents necessary to the acquisition of the properties, including the Documents of Transfer (Warranty Deed, Easement for Drainage/Ingress-Egress and Temporary Construction Easment), the terms of which have been mutually agreed to by the City and the Diocese.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

If Seller is unable
to cure any such defect(s), then the City shall have the option to cancel this
Agreement or Close the purchase of the Property (with no reduction in purchase
price) subject to said title defect(s).

3. Seller shall furnish at Closing, a Seller's affidavit, in a form acceptable to the title
insurer, sufficient to remove the standard printed exceptions to title in the policy
regarding unrecorded matters, parties in possession and mechanic's liens.

PROPOSAL REGARDING A JOINT USE AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (“COJ”) AND
VICTOR GALEONE, AS BISHOP OF THE
DIOCESE OF ST. AUGUSTINE, FLORIDA .fubo
ST. PETER’S CATHOLIC MISSION CHURCH (“DIOCESE)

1. COJ agrees to purchase from DIOCESE. and DIOCESE agrees to sell to COJ
Parcel 100-3A. Parcel 100-3B and Parcel 100-3C for a total cost of $646,100.00,
allocated as follows: (1) The value of the three (3) fee parcels at a total of $375.700.00;
(2) The value of the 120 bald cypress trees planted around the existing pond which must
be'removed of $60,400.00, with COJ, not DIOCESE to be responsiblc for any replanting
of trees or other mitigation requirements; and; (3) attorneys fees to Ford, Bowlus, Duss,
Morgan, Kenny. Safer & Hampton. P.A.. attorneys for DIOCESE, of $10.000.00.

2. COJ agrees that it will acquire complete ownership of the three (3) parcels, i.e.,
fee simple title. and parcel 100-3A will be used as a joint storm water retention pond by
COJ and DIOCESE. as described herein. Parcel 100-3B and 100-3C will be used in
conjunction with constructing the road widening project. DIOCESE agrees to convey the

parcels by General Warranty Deed to COlJ.

3. DIOCESE in consideration of COJ Real Estate Division’s assiduous efforts in
negotiating with COJ Traffic Engineering to waive a permitting requirement as to
mmprovements to Girvin Road called for in construction by DIOCESE/hve all requested
assurances to COJ as to safety, which roadway improvements would have been utilized
with the opening of said Mission Church [which Church has not yet opened and will not
open for approximately five months], and which roadway improvement would have been
destroyed in the Girvin Road Reconstruction Project. saving the Diocese and expenditure
of about $180,000.00, agrees to convey to COJ Parcels 800-3D, and 700-3E, for a

purchase price of $53,900.00.

4, A portion of Parcel 100-3A, now accommodates storm water runoif requirements
for the Mission’s current needs and for future expansion for the Mission facilities. The
retention pond, when permitted and reconstructed by COJ, in accord with all
requirenients by COJ and the St. Johns River Water Management District. will be sized to
include the additional storm water runoff requirements for the upcoming Girvin Road

Reconstruction Project.

5. COJ will provide DIOCESE with a permanent easement over the retention pond
for acceptance of its storm water runoff.

6. COJ will provide DIOCESE with continuous access 1o its retention pond within
Parcel 100-3A, during the construction phase of re-constructing the pond, and will
provide continuous access to Diocese to the improvements on its entire property during

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7. COJ agrees that in the Permanent Easement from DIOCESE to COJ, Parcel 800-
3D, DIOCESE will retain the right to emplace horizontal improvements within said

DIOCESE to use the surface of said Parcel and allow Diocese to utilize the surface of
said Parcel to gain access to its retained Easterly remnant parcel. Provided, however.
DIQCESE would have to pay for the reconstruction of any horizontal improvements it
has emplaced in said Parcel, should COJ have to disturb said improvements to maintain
nts underground line carrying storm water runoff from Girvin Road to the reconstructed
retention pond withih Parcel 100-3A.

CONSERVATION EASEMENT

THIS CONSERVATION EASEMENT is made this _ S day ofmzom by
VICTOR GALEONE, as Bishop of the Diocese of St. Augustine, having an address at 11625 Old
St. Augustine Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32258 and a mailing address of P.O. Box 24000,
Jacksonville, Florida 32241-4000 ("Grantor"), in favor of the ST. JOHNS RIVER WATER
MANAGEMENT DISTRICT, a public body existing under Chapter 373, Florida Statutes, having
a mailing address at P.O. Box 1429, Palatka, Florida 32178-1429 ("Grantee").

WITNESSETH.

WHEREAS, Grantor solely owns in fee simple certain real property in Duval County, Florida,
more particularly described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto and incorporated by this reference (the
"Property");

WHEREAS, Grantor grants this conservation easement as a condition of permit #40-031-
85561-1, issued by Grantee, solely to off-set adverse impacts to natural resources, fish and wildlife,

and wetland functions, and

WHEREAS, Grantor desires to preserve the Property in its natural condition in perpetuity;
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NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the above and the mutual co\;enants, terms,
conditions and restrictions contained herein, and pursuant to the provisions of section 704.06, Florida
Statutes, Grantor hereby voluntarily grants and conveys to Grantee a conservation easement in
perpetuity over the Property of the nature and character and to the extent hereinafter set forth (the
"Conservation Easement"). Grantor fully warrants title to said Property, and will warrant and defend
the same against the lawful claims of all persons whomsoever

1. Purpose. The purpose of this Conservation Easemeant is to assure that the Property will
be retained forever in its existing natural condition and to prevent any use of the Property that will
impair or interfere with the environmental value of the Property.

2. Prohibited Uses. Any activity on or use of the Property inconsistent with the purpose of
this Conservation Easement is prohibited. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the

3. Reserved Rights. Grantor reserves unto itself, and its successors and assigns, all rights
accruing from its ownership of the Property, including the right to engage in or permit or invite others
to engage in all uses of the Property, that are not expressly prohibited herein and are not inconsistent
with the purpose of this Conservation Easement.
4. Rights of Grantee. . To accomplish the purposes stated herein, Grantor conveys the

following rights to Grantee:

(2) To enter upon and inspect the Property in 2 reasonable manner and at reasonable
times to determine if Grantor or its successors and assigns are complying with the covenants and

prohibitions contained in this Conservation Easement.

(b) To proceed at law or in equity to enforce the provisions of this Conservation
Easement and the covenants set forth herein, to prevent the occurrence of any of the prohibited
activities set forth herein, and require the restoration of areas or features of the Property that may be

damaged by any activity inconsistent with this Conservation Easement.

5. Grantee's Discretion. Grantee may enforce the terms of this Conservation Easement at its

discretion, but if Grantor breaches any term of this Conservation Easement and Grantee does not
exercise its rights under this Conservation Easement, Grantee's forbearance shall not be construed
to be a waiver by Grantee of such term, or of any subsequent breach of the same, or any other term
of this Conservation Easement, or of any of the Grantee's rights under this Conservation Easement.
No delay or omission by Grantee in the exercise of any right or remedy upon any breach by Grantor

shall impair such right or remedy or be construed as a waiver. Grantee shall not be obligated to
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Grantor, or to any other person or entity, to enforce the provisions of this Conservation Easement.

6. Grantee's Liability. Grantor will assume all liability for any injury or damage to the person

or property of third parties which may occur on the Property arising from Grantor's ownership of the
Property.
