PURPOSE/SUMMARY: 
To appropriate $501,657 for the continuation of the Foster Grandparent Program from funding comprised of a $372,869 grant from the Corporation for National and Community Service, $81,046 local cash match from the City of Jacksonville and $47,742 local in-kind match. Attached to the appropriation of grant funding is a provision for a supplemental appropriation of up to an additional 10% of grant funds to the extent the same becomes available during the grant term.  The grant funding period is 09/30/2007 through 09/29/2008. Re-authorize three 3 civil service positions and authorize 1,300 part-time hours.  The Foster Grandparent Program provides volunteer opportunities for more than 100 low-income elderly persons age sixty and over. In terms of service provision, the Foster Grandparent Program renders emotional and developmental support to “special needs/at risk” children in a variety of designated child care settings, including hospitals, youth detention centers, child care facilities, Duval County public schools and headstart centers.
