RESOLUTION 2007-962-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND COMMENDING DR. GARY L. WILLIAMS, SR, AND THE FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH OF MANDARIN FOR INSPIRING MAN TO MAN 2007; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
increasingly we are all alarmed and saddened by media accounts, stark statistics, horrific images and personal knowledge of crime in Jacksonville that put too many of our citizens, particularly our young people, at risk; and

WHEREAS,
criminal incidents and fatalities in our neighborhoods are the direct result of the alarming rise of homicide, violence and domestic altercations that mar our hopes and expectations for our beloved City’s future; and

WHEREAS,
recognizing what could be at the core of these debilitating developments, Dr. Gary L. Williams, Sr., Senior Pastor of the First Baptist Church of Mandarin, has summoned the men of the community to explore and expound upon the role of men in righting the wrongs that are afflicting all too many lives; and

WHEREAS,
largely culminating from a series of meetings of men who converged at the First Baptist Church of Mandarin on consecutive Monday evenings from October 2 through November 6, 2006, focusing on man and his mind, mate, money, masculinity, mother and Master, the idea of Man to Man 2007 emerged with “Restoring the Priest of the Family” as its theme; and
WHEREAS,
Man to Man 2007 will bring men to the Prime Osborne Convention Center to challenge, charge and change men for the better; and

 WHEREAS, under Dr. Gary Williams’ leadership, Man to Man 2007 will inspire the men of Jacksonville to take up the banner and lead a successful assault on the criminal scourge in our beloved City that threatens our families, inhibit the potential of our City and saps the spirit of all of our lives, and the City encourages the success of this outstanding event; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City of Jacksonville recognize and commend Dr. Gary L. Williams, Sr. and the First Baptist Church of Mandarin for inspiring Man to Man 2007 and extend its most fervent wishes for an overwhelming success for the September 13-15, 2007 event.
