PURPOSE/SUMMARY: 
To restate a portion ($50,000) of the current fiscal year's capital carryforward appropriated in the Disabled Services Division's general fund operating account to the account of origin, the Disabled Service's Handicap Parking Fines Trust Fund. In doing so, the funding will be properly classified from its current classification of a capital asset carryforward to that of a restricted use operating appropriation maintained in its original trust fund of origin. The funding is restricted to providing financial assistance, with terms, conditions and limitations, to certain eligible businesses to enable ADA compliance on code violations when such eligible businesses are financially challenged.  The effects of this transfer will prevent the $50,000 in funding from reverting to general fund balance at the end of the current (FY2007) fiscal year and enable it to be preserved for future use in the Handicap Parking Fines Trust Fund.

IMPACT - FINANCIAL/OTHER: 
The funding was previously derived from fines generated from handicap parking violations. Prior enabling Ordinance# 2002-869-E provided the Division Chief of Disabled Services or his/her designee the ability to enforce certain code violations not meeting ADA compliance, issue citations, and award funds to certain eligible businesses facing economic hardship in correcting code violations in order to be in compliance with ADA standards.

The current legislative intent is not to diminish or enhance the language, rights or privileges contained in the original enabling Ordinance# 2002-869-E;  rather, the intent is  to reference it as the authorization for future expenditures that would derive from the new fund location. Upon transfer of the $50,000 to the Handicap Parking Fines Trust fund, the appropriation will be restricted for the use of providing the financial assistance to certain eligible business per the terms and conditions defined in the previously cited Ordinance# 2002-869-E.
