An ordinance appropriating $50,000 FROM THE DISABLED SERVICES DIVISION’S GENERAL FUND OPERATING ACCOUNT TO ITS HANDICAP PARKING FINES TRUST FUND IN ORDER TO (1) RESTATE THE $50,000 CURRENTLY APPROPRIATED AS A FISCAL YEAR 2007 CAPITAL CARRYFORWARD BACK TO THE HANDICAP PARKING FINES TRUST FUND, THE ACCOUNT OF ORIGIN, (2) PREVENT THE $50,000 FROM REVERTING TO FUND BALANCE AS OF SEPTEMBER 30, 2007, AND (3)  RESTRICT, PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE 2002-869-E, USE OF THE FUNDS TO PROVIDING FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE TO CERTAIN ELIGIBLE BUSINESSES FACING ECONOMIC HARDSHIP RESULTING FROM THEIR CORRECTION OF CODE VIOLATIONS REQUIRED FOR SUCH BUSINESSES TO BE IN COMPLIANCE WITH ADA STANDARDS, ALL AS INITIATED BY B.T. 07-193; providing a carryover of funds into fiscal year 2007-2008; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE COMMUNITY SERVICES DEPARTMENT OR ITS SUCCESSOR; providing an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2006-2007 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2007-2008. 

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to transfer $50,000 from the Disabled Services Division’s general fund operating account to its Handicap Parking Fines Trust Fund in order to: (i) restate the $50,000 currently appropriated as a fiscal year 2007 capital carryforward back to the Handicap Parking Fines Trust Fund, the account of origin; (ii) prevent the $50,000 from reverting to fund balance as of September 30, 2007; and, (iii)  restrict, as authorized and required by Ordinance 2002-869-E, the use of the funds to providing financial assistance to certain eligible businesses facing economic hardship resulting from their correction of code violations required for such businesses to be in compliance with ADA standards.

Oversight Department.  The Community Services Department or its successor shall oversee the project described herein.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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To restate a portion ($50,000) of the current fiscal year's capital carryforward appropriated in the Disabled
Services Division's general fund operating account to the account of origin, the Disabled Service's Handicap
Parking Fines Trust Fund. In doing so, the funding will be properly classified from its current classification of
a capital asset carryforward to that of a restricted use operating appropriation maintained-in its original trust
fund of origin. The funding is restricted to providing financial assistance, with terms, conditions and
limitations, to certain eligible businesses to enable ADA compliance on code violations when such eligible
businesses are financially challenged. The effects of this transfer will prevent the $50,000 in funding from
reverting to general fund balance at the end of the current (FY2007) fiscal year and enable 1t to be preserved
for future use in the Handicap Parking Fines Trust Fund from which is was originally derived.
