ORDINANCE 2007-980
AN AMENDING SECTION 250.118 (NEWSPAPER STREET SALES ALLOWED), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, in the Ordinance 2004-822-E, the Council created a provision by which newspapers could be sold in certain intersections; and

WHEREAS, at the time of the legislation there was concern regarding traffic and safety; and 

WHEREAS, the provision created a sunset provision to be provided so that any traffic and safety issues could be addressed; and

WHEREAS, there have been no incidents of safety or traffic concerns; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
