ORDINANCE 2007-981-E
AN ORDINANCE NAMING THE BEACHES SENIOR CENTER LOCATED AT 281 SOUTH 19th AVENUE, JACKSONVILLE BEACH, FLORIDA, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 13, FOR BENNIE FURLONG; WAIVING SECTION 122.102 (NAMING OF PUBLIC FACILITIES REGULATED), ORDINANCE CODE, CONCERNING NAMING PUBLIC FACILITIES AFTER LIVING INDIVIDUALS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Bennie Furlong is a Jacksonville native, and a long-time Jacksonville Beach resident; and


WHEREAS, Bennie Furlong, has been committed to the citizens of Duval County, and is a retired teacher, serving our children for 41 years; and


WHEREAS, she served 12 years on the Jacksonville Beach Council and was the recipient of the Good Government Award and nominee for the Most Valuable Public Official Award; and 


WHEREAS,  from long before her time in elected office to the present day, Bennie Furlong was and continues to be involved in a wide variety of civic and charitable activities and organizations, all in furtherance of her ethic of public service; and


WHEREAS, Bennie Furlong is a strong advocate for her community as evidenced by her being a charter member of the Beaches Business Association, past president of the Beaches branch of the American Association of University Women, serving on the Governor’s Commission on the Year of the Child and Governor’s Commission for Juvenile Justice; and 


WHEREAS, has been a tireless supporter for the less fortunate and elderly in her community as she served on the mission house community soup kitchen, delivered meals on wheels to shut ins, and served as the President of the Beaches Council on Aging Dial a Ride Bus, and it is therefore fitting that the Beaches senior citizen center located at 281 South 19th Avenue, Jacksonville Beach be named in her honor; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Senior Center Renamed.
That the Beaches Senior Center located at 281 South 19th Avenue, Jacksonville Beach, Florida, in Council District 13, is hereby named the “Bennie Furlong Senior Center” in recognition of Ms. Furlong’s long career of service to the citizens of City of Jacksonville Beach and Jacksonville at large, and in particular her service to the elderly in Jacksonville Beach.


Section 2.

Waiving Section 122.102(a), Ordinance Code.
 
For the reasons set forth in the “whereas” clauses above, and because of the nature of Bennie Furlong’s accomplishments, the provisions of Section 122.102(a), Ordinance Code, concerning the prohibition against naming public facilities after a living person are hereby waived.


Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
