AN ORDINANCE DECLARING AS SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY AND TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY RELATING TO THE OPERATION OF THE “MAYPORT FERRY” AS FOLLOWS: R.E. NUMBERS 168955-0000, 168964-0000, 168965-0000, 168967-0000, 168242-0000, 169052-0000, 168309-0000, 169309-0100, 169038-0000, 169070-0000, 168308-1000, 168214-0010 IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11, TOGETHER WITH THE VESSELS NAMED “JEAN RIBAULT” AND “BLACKBEARD” AND ANY OTHER TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY RELATING TO THE MAYPORT FERRY OPERATIONS; FOR THE REAL ESTATE TRANSFER, WAIVING SECTION 122.422(D) (SALE OF PROPERTY THROUGH REAL ESTATE DIVISION; INVESTIGATION OF NEED; COUNCIL ACTION), ORDINANCE CODE; FOR THE TANGIBLE PROPERTY TRANSFER, WAIVING SECTIONS 122.811 (SALES OF TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY; PROHIBITION OF SALES TO CERTAIN PERSONS), AND 122.812 (SURPLUS, OBSOLETE AND WASTE SUPPLIES AND OTHER TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE A DEED (INCLUDING COVENANTS AND RESTRICTIONS AND A REVERTER OF TITLE) TRANSFERRING TITLE TO THE REAL PROPERTY TO THE JACKSONVILLE PORT AUTHORITY (“JPA”), A BILL OF SALE TRANSFERRING TITLE TO THE TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY TO JPA, AND ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO CONVEY SAID REAL AND TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY TO THE JPA AT NO COST TO THE JPA (EXCEPT FOR JPA’S PAYMENT OF CLOSING COSTS); PROVIDING FOR COVENANTS AND RESTRICTIONS, AND A PARTIAL REVERTER OF TITLE, IN THE EVENT THE REAL PROPERTY AND TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY ARE NOT USED FOR OPERATING THE “MAYPORT FERRY” SERVICE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the St. Johns River Ferry (also known as the “Mayport Ferry”) is part of the Florida State Highway System as a transportation link on State Road A1A; and

WHEREAS, as a link on State Road A1A, the Mayport Ferry saves time and energy of travelers by reducing fuel costs associated with the twenty-six mile alternate route by land; and

WHEREAS, the Mayport Ferry has been in continuous operation since 1948 and is an integral part of Florida’s growing ecotourism industry; and

WHEREAS, as a result of pending budget shortfalls, the City has asked the JPA to assume responsibility of operating the Mayport Ferry service; and

WHEREAS, on August 13, 2007, the JPA Board of Directors approved a resolution recommending that the City transfer the Mayport Ferry to JPA for future operation by JPA, such resolution being attached hereto as Exhibit 1; now therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.
 Declaration of Surplus. The City hereby declares those certain parcels of real property known as R.E. Numbers 168955-0000, 168964-0000, 168965-0000, 168967-0000, 168242-0000, 169052-0000, 168309-0000, 169309-0100, 169038-0000, 169070-0000, 168308-1000, 168214-0010 in Council District 11(collectively, the “Real Property”), together with the vessels named “Jean Ribault” and “Blackbeard,” and any other tangible personal property related to the operations of the “Mayport Ferry” service (collectively, the “Tangible Personal Property”) to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Waiver of Chapter 122 and Disposition of Real Property Authorized.  The City hereby waives Section 122.422(d) (Sale of property through real estate division; investigation of need; council action), Ordinance Code; it being understood that Section 122.421(a), Ordinance Code, otherwise exempts the applicability of the provisions of Chapter 122, Subpart B, Section 4, to transfers of real property to a local government agency such as JPA.

Section 3.

Waiver of Chapter 122 and Disposition of Tangible Personal Property Authorized.  The City hereby waives Sections 122.811 (Sales of tangible personal property; prohibition of sales to certain persons), 122.812 (Surplus, obsolete and waste supplies and other tangible personal property) of Part 8 of Chapter 122, Ordinance Code, so as to permit the conveyance at no cost of the Tangible Personal Property without appraisal, and authorizes the Mayor and the Corporation Secretary to execute all documents necessary to convey the Tangible Personal Property to the JPA at no cost to JPA (except for JPA’s payment of closing costs related to the transfer of the Tangible Personal Property), for the purpose of JPA causing the operation of the Mayport Ferry service as more fully set forth in this Ordinance.

Section 4.
  Authorization of the Mayor and the Corporation Secretary to Execute Documents. The Mayor (or his designee) and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute the documents necessary to convey the Real Property and the Tangible Personal Property relating to the Mayport Ferry to JPA (the “Documents”), pursuant to the terms described below:

A. The City will transfer to JPA the Real Property, including all structures and improvements located thereon, to the extent a title search of the Real Properties indicates that the City owns or has a property interest in the Real Properties.


B. The City will transfer to JPA title to the ferry boats “Jean Ribault” and “Blackbeard.”

C. The City will transfer ownership to JPA of any and all other assets that support the Mayport Ferry operation, including, but not limited to all inventory, any spare parts, vessel equipment, storage tanks, the work barge, the support boat, the two hurricane mooring buoys, all shop equipment, office furniture, and supplies.

D. If the closing occurs on or before September 30, 2007, then the City will assign to JPA that certain contract between the City and Hornblower Marine Services-Florida, Inc. dated November 5, 2002 for operation of the Mayport Ferry service; and at JPA’s option, the City will assign any additional contracts, permits, relevant grant funding, plans and specifications and reports related to the Mayport Ferry operation. 

E. Upon taking operational responsibility for the Mayport Ferry service, JPA reserves the right to make any changes it requires to the Mayport Ferry service.  JPA agrees to provide a written report to the City no later than May 1 of each year (with the first report being due on or before May 1, 2008) concerning the Mayport Ferry operations, together with a notice of JPA’s intention, if any, to diminish the level of service of the Mayport Ferry operations beyond the service levels set forth in Exhibit 3 attached hereto.  

F. If at any time JPA determines that its continued operation of the Mayport Ferry service is negatively affecting JPA’s ability to fulfill its mission, then JPA may subsequently elect to return to the City such of the Tangible Personal Property still owned by the JPA and the portion of the Real Property containing the ferry slips and such contiguous property as is necessary to operate the ferry identified as RE Numbers 168242 0000, 168964 0000, 168965 0000, and 168967 0000 (the “Ferry Properties”), but JPA may retain the remaining properties without any reversion rights associated therewith.

G. The conveyances and assignments set forth in this Ordinance shall be made at no cost to JPA, except reasonable and customary closing costs, including, but not limited to all of the cost of the preparation of the conveyance documents, all recording costs and documentary stamps, the premium for an owner’s title policy, the cost of any inspections, and the cost of surveys.

H. All assets described above shall be transferred free and clear of all liens and encumbrances, but otherwise in their “as is” condition. 

The Documents may include such additions, deletions and changes as may be reasonable, necessary and incidental for carrying out the purposes of this Ordinance, as may be acceptable to the Mayor, or his designee, with such inclusion and acceptance being evidenced by execution of the Documents by the Mayor or his designee.  No modification to the Documents may increase the financial obligations or the liability to the City and any such modification shall be technical only and shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval of the General Counsel, or his designee, and all other appropriate action required by law (“technical” is herein defined as including, but not limited to, legal descriptions and surveys, ingress and egress, easements and rights of way, schedule and scope of performance and development, design standards, access and site plan).

Section 5. 
Covenants and Restrictions; Reverter.  Any deed of conveyance of the Ferry Properties and any bill of sale for the Tangible Personal Property that is the subject of this Ordinance shall also include language providing for covenants and restrictions whereby: (1) JPA shall operate the Mayport Ferry service on the Ferry Properties, and (2)JPA shall provide an annual report to the City concerning the Mayport Ferry operations (including any JPA notice of intention to diminish the level of service) on or before May 1 of each calendar year in form and content agreed to between the JPA and the City. The deed and bill of sale shall also provide for a reversion of title of the Ferry Properties and such of the Tangible Personal Property still owned by the JPA if: (3) JPA causes or permits the cessation of operations, or (4) JPA attempts to transfer, convey, sell or lease the Ferry Properties to a third party without the prior written approval of the City of Jacksonville.  For purposes of this Section, a management agreement or license for operating the Mayport Ferry service shall not be deemed a transfer, conveyance, sale or lease triggering the reverter clause.

Section 6.
  Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

WHEREAS, the Saint Johns River Ferry (the “Ferry”) has been in operation since
1948 connecting A1A between the village of Mayport with Heckscher Drive; and

WHEREAS, the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”) operated the
Ferry from 1948 to 1997; and

WHEREAS, in 1997 FDOT transferred operation of the Ferry to the City of
Jacksonville (the “City”); and

WHEREAS, as a result of pending budget shortfalls, the City has asked the
Jacksonville Port Authority (“Jaxport”) to assume responsibility for operation of the Ferry;
and

WHEREAS, unless operated by Jaxport, the Ferry is slated to cease operations on
September 30, 2007; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the
Jacksonville Port Authority, as set forth in Submission BD0708-02:

Section 1. The Jacksonville Port Authority recommends and requests the City
Council to authorize conveyance to Jaxport of the Saint Johns River Ferry according to the
terms described below:

The City transfers to Jaxport title to the ferry boats “Jean Ribault”
and “Blackbeard.”

The City transfers ownership to Jaxport of all other assets that
support the Ferry operation, including, but not limited to all
inventory, any spare parts, vessel equipment, storage tanks, the work
barge, the support boat, the two hurricane mooring buoys, all shop
equipment, office furniture and supplies.

At Jaxport’s option, the City assigns to Jaxport any contracts,
permits, relevant grant funding, plans and specifications and reports
related to the Ferry operation.

Upon taking operational responsibility for the Ferry service, Jaxport
reserves the right to make any changes it requires to the Ferry
service..

If Jaxport elects to terminate the Ferry service, it will return to the
City ownership of the ferry slips and such contiguous land and
personal property as is necessary to operate a ferry, and the ferry
boats “Jean Ribault” and “Blackbeard” (if still owned by Jaxport).

The conveyances and assignments set forth in this Section 1 shall be
made at no cost to Jaxport, except reasonable and customary closing
costs, including, but not limited to all of the cost of the preparation
of the conveyance documents, all recording costs and documentary
stamps, the premium for an owner’s title policy, the cost of any
inspections, and the cost of surveys.

All assets described above shall be transferred free and clear of all
liens and encumbrances.

The Executive Director or his authorized representative is hereby

specifically authorized to enter into and sign such documents as may be necessary to
effectuate the intent of this resolution. The Executive Director may negotiate and execute
all necessary changes and amendments to the terms set forth in Section 1 necessary to
effectuate the purposes of this Resolution, provided such changes and amendments are
limited to “technical amendments” and do not change the financial obligations between the

parties.
