A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE PROPOSED VILLAGES OF ARGYLE DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT (DRI)-RELATED REVISION TO THE FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES OF THE 2010 COMPREHENSIVE PLAN BY CHANGING THE FUTURE LAND USE DESIGNATION FROM RECREATION AND OPEN SPACE (ROS) TO PUBLIC BUILDINGS AND FACILITIES (PBF) ON APPROXIMATELY 22.06 ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 WEST OF BRANAN FIELD - CHAFFEE ROAD ALONG THE NORTH SIDE OF OAKLEAF PLANTATION PARKWAY BETWEEN BRANAN FIELD ROAD AND THE DUVAL/CLAY COUNTY LINES AND OWNED BY AFI ASSOCIATES, INC., AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, PURSUANT TO APPLICATION NUMBER 2007F-001A, FOR TRANSMITTAL TO THE STATE OF FLORIDA’S DEPARTMENT OF COMMUNITY AFFAIRS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Section 650.402(b), Ordinance Code, Application Number 2007F-001A has been filed by Thomas O. Ingram, Esquire, on behalf of AFI Associates, Inc., the owner of approximately 22.06 acres of certain real property in Council District 11, as more particularly described in Section 2 and referenced therein as the “Subject Property” for the proposed Villages of Argyle Development of Regional Impact (DRI) land use amendment; and

WHEREAS, Application 2007F-001A is requesting a proposed revision to the Future Land Use Map series of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan to change the Subject Property’s future land use designation from Recreation and Open Space (ROS) to Public Buildings and Facilities (PBF); and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department reviewed the proposed revision and application, held a public workshop on this proposed amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, with due public notice having been provided, and having reviewed and considered all comments received during the public hearing, has prepared a written report and rendered an advisory recommendation to the Council with respect to this proposed amendment; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, acting as the Local Planning Agency (LPA), held a public hearing on this proposed amendment, with due public notice having been provided, and having reviewed and considered all comments during the public hearing, has made its recommendation to the City Council; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee held a public hearing on this proposed amendment pursuant to Chapter 650, Part 4, Ordinance Code, and having considered all written and oral comments received during the public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and

WHEREAS, the City Council held a public hearing on this proposed amendment with public notice having been provided, pursuant to Section 163.3184, Florida Statutes, and Chapter 650, Part 4, Ordinance Code, and having considered all written and oral comments received during the public hearing, the recommendations of the Planning and Development Department, the Planning Commission and the LUZ Committee, desires to transmit this proposed amendment to the Florida Department of Community Affairs (“DCA”), as the State Land Planning Agency; now, therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Purpose and Intent.  The Council hereby approves for transmittal to the DCA and other designated state agencies a proposed DRI-related revision to the Future Land Use Map series of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan changing the future land use designation from Recreation and Open Space (ROS) to Public Buildings and Facilities (PBF), pursuant to land use amendment Application Number 2007F-001A for the Villages of Argyle DRI.

Section 2.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 22.06 acres of land are located in Council District 11 west of Branan Field - Chaffee Road along the north side of Oakleaf Plantation Parkway between Branan Field Road and the Duval/Clay County lines (Portions of R.E. Nos. 002442-0000 and 016411-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 3.
