ORDINANCE 2007-994-E
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.19( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 1 AT 1461 rogero road BETWEEN rogero road south AND brandemere road north (R.E. NO. 141632-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY raymond E. menard, FROM PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE jc’s PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Raymond E. Menard, the owner of approximately 0.19( acres located in Council District 1 at 1461 Rogero Road between Rogero Road South and Brandemere Road North (R.E. No. 141632-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated October 3, 2007 and written description dated October 3, 2007 for the JC’s PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) 
Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated October 3, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
The site identification sign shall be monument style, shall not exceed ten feet in height, and is otherwise subject to the requirements of the Commercial Office Zoning District.

(c)
The development shall comply with Part 12 of the Zoning Code (Landscape and Tree Protection Regulations) and shall adhere to the landscape standards of the Rogero Road Town Center Initiative, or as otherwise noted by the written description and site plan, and approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(d)
The hours of operation for all businesses shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. on Monday through Friday, and from 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. on Saturday and Sunday.

(e)
Cosmetology uses are limited to five stations, and residential uses are limited to single family only.

(f)
The building color scheme shall consist of an unpainted coquina exterior complemented with a dark colored shingle roof with matching painted wooden trim.

(g)
A 100% opaque visual screen shall be provided and maintained for any dumpster located on the property.

(h)
The existing structure shall be exempt from setback standards.

(i)
The monument sign currently located on the property is permitted to continue in association with the initial uses permitted and developed under the PUD.  Any subsequent uses shall be restricted to wall signage only, consistent with Part 13 of the Zoning Code and the Greater Arlington Neighborhood Action Plan.


Section 3.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Raymond E. Menard and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is the owner Raymond E. Menard, 12549 Turnberry Drive, Jacksonville, Florida 32225; (904) 565-9962.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.
