Bill Summary: The bill appropriates a $350,000 Florida Division of Historical Resources grant to the Public Works Department for the restoration of the Brewster Hospital building in LaVilla.  The bill authorizes the administration to accept the grant and execute a grant agreement with the state for use of the funds, and amends the 2006-11 Capital Improvement Plan to increase the funding level for the project to reflect receipt of the grant.
Background Information: The grant can be used for both interior and exterior renovations to the building – foundation and masonry repairs, exterior doors and windows, re-roofing, mechanical systems, and interior doors, floors, walls, ceilings and hardware.  The City has previously appropriated $1.6 million to the relocation and renovation of the Brewster Hospital building.
