Section 1.

Opposition to Local Bill J-1.  The Council hereby states its opposition to Local Bill J-1, to be considered by the Duval County Legislative Delegation, for the 2008 State Legislative Session. Said Local Bill J-1 would amend the Charter of the Jacksonville Aviation Authority (JAA) as established in Chapter 2004-464, Laws of Florida, as amended by chapter 2005-328, Laws of Florida, and would amend Section 3 (Powers) thereof to require the JAA to obtain City Council approval by two-thirds vote of the Council prior to extending any aircraft runway at any airport other than the main Jacksonville International Airport.  A true and correct copy of said Local Bill J-1 is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.
