ORDINANCE 2007-1007-E
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 412.00( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 ON starratt road BETWEEN webb road AND yellow bluff road (R.E. NOs. 106156-0010, 106207-0000, 106211-0000, 106212-0000, 106212-0010, 106283-0100, 106283-0200, 106283-0300, AND 108408-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY various owners listed herein, FROM rr (residential rural) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit single family residential uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE duval station residential PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the owners listed in Exhibit 3, attached hereto, of approximately 412.00( acres located in Council District 11 on Starratt Road between Webb Road and Yellow Bluff Road (R.E. Nos. 106156-0010, 106207-0000, 106211-0000, 106212-0000, 106212-0010, 106283-0100, 106283-0200, 106283-0300, and 108408-0000), as more particularly described in Revised Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RR (Residential Rural) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from (Residential Rural) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated October 25, 2007 and written description dated October 17, 2007 for the Duval Station Residential PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit single family residential uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) 
Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated October 1, 2007, and the Transportation Planning Division Memorandum dated October 8, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
A sixty-foot wide right-of-way for future connections shall be reserved, as shown on the approved site plan. The exact locations of future connections shall be reviewed and approved by the Planning and Development Department at the time of verification of substantial compliance with the PUD; provided, however, that no access shall be provided to Crystal Sands Road.

(c)
The total number of lots in Parcel B shall not exceed two lots per acre.

(d)
The proposed collector road shall have a ten-foot wide multimodal sidewalk on one side, and a five-foot wide sidewalk on the other side.

(e)
Wetlands shall be placed in a conservation easement prior to final plat approval.

(f)
All lots shall be at least sixty feet wide.


Section 3.

Owner and Description.
