Bill Summary: This bill confirms the Mayor’s appointment of Montasser M. “Monty” Selim as a member of the Downtown Development Review Board, as an urban planner representative, for a first term ending June 30, 2009.

Background Information: Ordinance 2007-564-E, enacted June 26, 2007, created the Downtown Development Review Board (DDRB) to review and make decisions with respect to all applications for development and redevelopment within the Downtown Overlay Zone.  In addition to ex-officio members representing the City Council and various city departments, the DDRB is comprised of nine members, appointed by the Mayor, to represent various professions and downtown property and business owners and employees.  Ordinance 2007-1031 amends the membership of the DDRB to replace the “transportation planner” with the additional “urban planner” slot to be filled by Mr. Selim.
Mr. Selim received a bachelor’s degree in civil engineering from Cairo University, Egypt.  He is a Transportation Planning Service Group Leader with RS&H and resides in the Mandarin area within Council District #6.
