ORDINANCE 2007-1039
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 320.409 (SCHEDULE OF PERMIT FEES), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ESTABLISH A FEE OF $20 FOR RESIDENTIAL SINGLE FAMILY WINDOW AND DOOR CHANGE OUTS WHERE THE COSTS ARE LESS THAN $5000 AND NO INSPECTION IS REQUIRED; AMENDING SECTION 342.110 (TRADES, CRAFTS, CONTRACTORS AND SUBCONTRACTORS), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ESTABLISH A GARAGE DOOR CONTRACTOR CERTIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR A LIMITED GRANDFATHERING PROVISION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 320.409 (Schedule of permit fees), Ordinance Code, amended.  Section 320.409(a)(4), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended in part to read as follows:

Sec. 320.409. Schedule of permit fees.

Permit fees imposed and collected pursuant to F.S. § 166.222 and this Section shall be deposited into a segregated trust accounts of the City and shall be expended, as appropriated by the Council, only for 1the purpose of deferring the City's costs of inspection and enforcement of the provisions of this Chapter. Permit fees for required permits shall be as provided in the following schedule:

(a)   Building or construction permit fees.  For the purpose of determining fees, floor area shall be the gross overall, outside dimension, floor area of a building at each story, including all portions under roofs. Where a building permit fee is paid for a new building or addition, separate permits and fees shall not be required for fences, walls, dwelling, roofing, awnings, masonry fence walls, site work or other components normal to building construction. Separate fees shall be paid for electrical, plumbing, mechanical, miscellaneous or other permits shown elsewhere in this schedule. Development management fees shall be segregated and expended for activities such as commercial plan reviews, subdivision Inspections, commercial inspections, plat reviews, right-of-way permit issuance and inspection, building permit application review, and flood plain review. Zoning and addressing fees shall be segregated to be used for certificate of use issuance, building permit application review, and zoning variance and exception application review.

Section 342.110 (Trades, crafts, contractors and subcontractors), Ordinance Code, amended.  Section 342.110 (Trades, crafts, contractors and subcontractors), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended, in part, to read as follows:
CHAPTER 342. 
CONSTRUCTION TRADES REGULATIONS.

Sec. 342.110. Trades, crafts, contractors and subcontractors.

(s) Garage Door Contractors.
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1(1) For the purposes of this chapter, Garage Door Contractor means a contractor whose practice and scope of work is limited to the installation of overhead garage door systems. 

(2) After December 1, 2008, it shall be unlawful for a person to engage in the business of a Garage Door Contractor who does not hold a valid contractor certificate issued by the Board in that category, or in the category of a general, building, residential or non-structural siding contractor.

(3) Notwithstanding other provisions of this section, the Board may:

(i)
Establish a certificate of competency classification of specialty contractor known as a Garage Door Contractor and certify persons in that classification as qualified to have the knowledge and skill to perform the work within that classification.

(ii) Adopt rules to regulate the issuance, supervision and revocation of a Garage Door Contractor certificate of competency, including the requirement for an appropriate examination, proof of at least two years practical experience, the payment of reasonable fees not to exceed those of masters qualifying other trades within the scope of this chapter, the issuance of temporary certificates and other regulations found necessary by the Board to administer this paragraph.

(iii) Upon payment of the fee and completion of an approved Application for Contractor Certificate, provided it can be verified by the Board that the individual has at least two (2) years of experience in performing garage door installation as of December 1, 2007, the Board shall issue a Garage Door Contractor Certificate of Competency.  No examination will be required if the Board can verify garage door installation experience of a person for not less than two (2) years as of December 1, 2007. Application for this “grandfather” provision must be made to the Board no later than December 1, 2008.”
