PURPOSE/SUMMARY: J. C. Renfroe & Sons (Renfroe), a Jacksonville manufacturer of steel lifting clamps proposes to expand its manufacturing facility and create 32 new, full-time, economic base jobs at an average wage level of $45,178 which exceeds 115 percent of the statewide average. Renfroe proposes to invest up to $4,000,000 to remodel and expand its plant, and purchase additional machinery and equipment.  The expansion project would add approximately $1.4 million annually in new payroll to the local economy. The business is headquartered in Jacksonville’s Enterprise and Empowerment Zone and designated Brownfield Area. Request authority to apply to Enterprise Florida for a Florida Enterprise Zone Qualified Targeted Industry Tax Credit Refund Program and Brownfield Redevelopment Bonus up to $8,500 per new job created totaling $272,000.   The City of Jacksonville portion of the QTI/EZ with Brownfield is 20% of the award up to $54,400.  No BT is required at this time as funding will be requested in the appropriate budget cycle.
