WHEREAS, certain revisions to the text of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan’s Capital Improvements Element have been initiated by the Planning and Development Department, pursuant to the provisions of Section 650.402(a), Ordinance Code, which revisions are more particularly set forth in Revised Exhibit 1 and Exhibit 2, both attached hereto, and incorporated by reference; and

WHEREAS, the City enacted Ordinance 2007-814-E for the 2007-2012 Capital Improvement Plan, and Exhibit 1 and Exhibit 2 are a subset of this Capital Improvement Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, acting as the Local Planning Agency (LPA) held a public hearing on this proposed text amendment and has made its recommendation to the Council; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee held a public hearing in accordance with the requirements of Chapter 650, Part 4, Ordinance Code, on this proposed amendment and has made its recommendation to the City Council; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 163.3184, Florida Statutes, and Chapter 650, Part 4, Ordinance Code, the City Council held a public hearing with public notice having been provided; and

WHEREAS, the City Council further considered all oral and written comments received during public hearings, including the data collection and analysis portions of this proposed amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, the recommendations of the Planning and Development Department and the Planning Commission, and the final recommendations of the LUZ Committee; and

WHEREAS, in the exercise of its authority, the City Council has determined it necessary and desirable to adopt this proposed amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan to preserve and enhance present advantages, encourage the most appropriate use of land, water and resources, consistent with public interest, overcome present deficiencies, and deal effectively with future problems that may result from the use and development of land within the City of Jacksonville; now therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.  Purpose and Intent.  This ordinance is adopted to carry out the purpose and intent of, and exercise the authority set out in the Local Government Comprehensive Planning and Land Development Regulation Act, Sections 163.3161 through 163.3215, Florida Statutes, and Chapter 166, Florida Statutes, as amended.

Section 2.  Amendment to Comprehensive Plan.  The 2010 Comprehensive Plan is hereby amended to include revisions to the text in the Capital Improvements Element, which have been initiated by the Planning and Development Department, as more particularly set forth in Revised Exhibit 1 and Exhibit 2, attached hereto.

Section 3.  Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon the signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS ELEMENT OF THE
2010 COMPREHENSIVE PLAN:

The Planning and Development Department has recommended an additional policy in
order to ensure that a long range concurrency system plan is incorporated within the
Capital Improvement Element.

GOAL 1

The City shall undertake actions to provide and maintain, in a timely and
efficient manner, necessary and adequate public facilities to all residents
within its jurisdiction and to promote compact urban growth in areas
identified through the 2010 Comprehensive Plan as having existing
capacity.

Issue: EXxisting Deficiencies for Infrastructure Provision Have
Been |dentified by the City's Departments

The City either has adopted a program to correct those deficiencies or is in the
process of identification through studies for needs assessments. The City has
established a priority system for ranking projects as follows: 1) correct public
health hazards; 2) correct deficiencies; 3) replace obsolete facilities; and 4)
support new growth.

Objective 1.3 The City shall coordinate its land use decisions and manage
its fiscal resources in a manner that maintains adopted Level of Service
standards, ensures that existing and future facility needs will be met, and
does not conflict with adjacent local governments' comprehensive plans or
with State or regional agency functional plans.

Policies

1.3.1 The City shall integrate its land use planning and decision
making process with its five year Schedule of Capital
Improvements as adopted within this Capital Improvements
Element. The City's annual five year Capital Improvement
Program (CIP) shall be prepared in conjunction with the
annual review and update of the Capital Improvements
Element. The CIP shall contain all of the projects listed in
the Schedule of Capital Improvements of the updated
version of the Capital Improvements Element. The Planning

and Development Department shall closely monitor capital
project construction startup and progress to eliminate the lag
between infrastructure, land use changes and new
development.

Public facilities needed to support development shall be
required to be provided concurrent with the impacts of such
development. The City will continue to allow the use of
development agreements between the City and developers.

Decisions regarding the issuance of development orders and
permits shall be based wupon coordination of the
development requirements set forth in the 2010
Comprehensive Plan, including, but not limited to, the Land
Development Regulations and the availability of public
facilities needed to support development concurrent with the
impact of that development in a manner consistent with
Chapter 9J-5.0055(2), F.A.C.

The City of Jacksonville shall develop a long range

concurrency management system plan to be part of the
Capital Improvement Element's Schedule of projects when it
is updated annually.
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
