I. PROJECT DESCRiPTION

The Appllcant proposes to rezone approx1mately 1.8 acres ]ocated at “the
southwest corner of the intersection of Bowden Road and Salisbury Road. The site is
- currently zoned Commercial Neighborhood (CN). This application seeks to rezone the
~entire site to a Planned Unit Development (“PUD”) to allow for the continued operation

of an approx1mately 18,000 square foot mixed-use / multl-bulldmg neighborhood
- commercial plaza which currently exists and operates on the site, with the addition of
neighborhood scale automotive car rental and day-care center, nursery uses, in
conjunction with other restaurant, commercial, retail, office, service and related uses 1n' |
