WHEREAS, Marc D. Cohen, M.D., attended medical school at George Washington University Medical Center in Washington, D.C., after which he completed an internship in internal medicine at Cedars-Sinai Medical Center in Los Angeles, a residency in internal medicine at the University of California, Los Angeles, and a fellowship in rheumatology at the Mayo Clinic in Rochester, Minnesota; and
