A ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, THE SHERIFF OF DUVAL COUNTY, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO ENTER INTO A TRAFFIC CONTROL AGREEMENT WITH DRAYTON PARK HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC., PURSUANT TO SECTION 316.006, FLORIDA STATUTES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Drayton Park Homeowners Association, Inc. has requested the Jacksonville Sheriff’s office to perform traffic monitoring on private roads within the Drayton Park Community; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the Drayton Park Association, on August 22, 2007, voted to allow the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office to enter the Drayton Park Homeowners Association property to perform such traffic controls and approved entering into a contract documenting same; and 


WHEREAS, a copy of the minutes of the August 22, 2007 Drayton Park Homeowners Association, Inc. meeting unanimously approving same are attached hereto as Exhibit 1; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 


Section 1.
The Mayor, or his designee, the Sheriff of Duval County, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute an Agreement with Drayton Park Homeowners Association, Inc., in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit 2, pursuant to Section 316.006, Florida Statutes, for municipal traffic control jurisdiction by the Jacksonville Sheriff's Office over the limited access roads located within the boundaries of the Drayton Park Community.


Section 2.
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

President’s Report

Today as your President I attended a Town Hall meeting for Community Associations Board
Members. The purpose of the meeting was to enlighten HOA members of the new laws and
changes enacted by the Flonida Legislature concerning Insurance both on a personal basis and
under HOA rules.

The meeting was dedicated to new laws that would affect each homeowner in regard to our
homeowner dues, special assessment, and ARB enforcement. Should you want to examine the
new laws the web site is www.

I placed a notice at the entrance to the exercise room asking resident to attend tomght meeting to
give input on the replacement of the machines that appears 1n need of repair or to be replaced.
The people that use the machinery the most would be the best source of information as to the use
and condition of that machinery.

Finally, we have another holiday approaching and extended guest parking will be 1n effect on
Twisted Vine Court during the holiday weekend.

Treasurer’s Report

Harris Dunn reported on financial statements. The only item that 1s over budget and climbing
1s Yarborough security we are $626.00 over the full 12-month budget and chimbing. We have a
budgeted expenditure for 2008 and the only thing we are budgeted to spend money on 1s the
refurbishment of outdoor furniture mainly straps and lounge chairs. We have a couple thousand
dollars budgeted for this. Harns stated we continue to experience late payments and people who
cannot make mortgage payments and foreclosures have struck agamn. One of the strategies I have
talked with the Management Company about 1s accelerating past dues assessments. Harris
makes a motion to accelerate dues for the remainder of 2007 that have been assessed now come
due in full for the remainder of the 7 identified people Duke, Turfler, Bhandari, Williams,
Tomlinson, Heimlich and Ndereyimania and Diane Kirland 2™ the motion. Harms stated I have
$500 dollars to pay to the Management Company for the website. Clarence stated the $500.00 1s
for the balance up until August. Harris stated Nord should be contacted and release the website.
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Harris Dunn reported on replacement reserve update. I have been corresponding with Drew
Issac through email. I want him to explain on how we can work with him on getting some
hypothetical changes to our replacement reserve process. 1did get a proposal to perform an
update it is 1n the budget would cost $600. Harris stated he would engage Dreux Issaac and
Associates to perform the update in time for use in preparing the 2008 budget.

Harris Dunn reported on Certificates of Deposit. We have $80,000 in the certificates of
deposit and $100,000 in the money market. Nothing 1s budgeted to be expended for the
remainder of 07 or 08 except for the $2000. Harris makes a motion to put $50,000 1n an 8 month
CD at 5.12 percent and $100,000 n a 12 month CD at 4.8 percent and Diane Kirkland 2™ the
motion which was carried by unanimous vote.

Board Members Report

Harris Dunn reported on Touchton Rd. The Touchton Rd. improvements project has been
resumed. The plans have changed to exclude the round-a-bout that was planned for the
intersection at Belfort. In place of a round-a-bout, traffic signal will be added at the Publix
Shopping Center entrance. We will be contacted by the City shortly for continuation of the
negotiations. Harris will move forward with trying to get two garage clickers per home.
Clarence stated our Councilman did want to speak with us and will meet with us at a further date.
There is also a report that the funding for improvements m the proposed park have been slashed.

Harris suggested we work with Council Redman’s office to get JSO to perform traffic monitoring
and enforcement in Drayton Park. Harris made a motion to seek the service of the Jacksonwille
Sheriff’s Office and authorize them to enforce traffic laws 1n the subdivision as needed. Diane
Kirkland 2™ the motion which was carried by unanimous vote.

Old Business

Clarence Evans reported on pressure cleaning. There are two building that have not been
cleaned properly at the end of the pool area. Jim stated they are aware of it and will be back out
to clean them.

Clarence Evans reported on mulch. Jim stated they are ready to install as soon as the power
washing has been completed. They will mnstall 250 cubic yards of mulch will be distributed to the
back and front and area’s that need extra mulch.

Clarence Evans reported on the website. We have briefly talked about the website it is a
matter of contacting Nord.

Clarence Evans reported on police officer to control speeding. I’ve noticed the speed has
been increased. We are 1 the process of getting the Jacksonville Shenffs Office to enforce traffic
laws as soon as we get the necessary paperwork processed with the JSO. Craig Carroll stated 1t
could take 6 months to get approved according to Councilman Redman’s assistant. He said they
would try to get it done sooner.
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New Business

Clarence Evans reported on All Phase Painting. In addition to securing a quote from All
Phase painting I would like to introduce Van Guard Liquid Vinyl. Once they install the vinyl
texture they come back on a yearly basis and re-clean 1t. This comes with a lifetime guarantee.
Harris suggested that we investigate this a little further. Harris and Jim met with a Sherwin
Williams representative about the paint. Harrs stated we need to paimnt the stucco and the shutters
and that requires 3 applications of paint. Clarence stated he 1s concerned about the cracks in the
foundation. Harris stated that was discussed with the opinion of the Sherwin Williams
Representative. Our cracks are not large enough to represent increased moisture penetration. The
cracks are present but they are extremely fine. Harris suggested that we have a separate meeting
to address at a later date.

Clarence Evans reported on Labor Day weekend signs. Clarence stated he would like the
signs put up for the holiday weekend and taken down on Sept. 4™.

Clarence Evans reported on resurface or patches the car care area. Clarence stated there are
holes in the asphalt. I suggest we purchase 6 bags of asphalt and rake 1t n. Ralph can take care
of this. Clarence stated someone cut the hose. Ralph 1s going to purchase a patch and patch the
hole.

Clarence Evans reported on trash over flow in the Grove. Clarence stated that the over flow
1s not acceptable. Clarence asked Jim to get a price on adding an additional dumpster to the
Groves. Jim stated what appears to be breaking down the compactor is people not tearing down
cardboard boxes and jamming them in the compactor. It should only be used for daily garbage.
Jim will get prices for adding a dumpster for recyclables, cardboard, glass, paper and tin. The
other bin will be for bulk items. Clarence stated he would like to fine the homeowners that
continue to violate the trash rules. Jim stated we need to put an enforcement commuttee together
and they would 1ssue the fines. Craig Carroll, Ken Rogers and Leonid Shistik agreed to join the
enforcement commuttee. Jim stated the enforcement commuittee only meets when we have a
continual violation. I will exhaust all options before the matter 1s turned over to you. If the
issues are not resolved I will send them a hearmng letter and they will have 14 days to resolve the
matter. They can be fined $100 a day up to $1000 dollars. Jim suggested there should be at
least 5 members on the enforcement commttee.

Clarence Evans reported on new exercise machines. Diane Kirkland stated we need to replace
the two non-commercial machines. Diane stated they continually break down. Diane Kirkland
made a motion to replace two treadmills and two elliptical machines with equipment
recommended by Star Trec and Pre Core. Harris Dunn 2™ the motion which was carried by
unanimous vote.

Adjournment
With no further business to discuss, Diane Kirkand made the 1% motion and Clarence Evans 2™

motion and the meeting was adjourned at 8:15.
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AGREEMENT REGARDING TRAFFIC CONTROL JURISDICTION
(Drayton Park)

THIS AGREEMENT REGARDING TRAFFIC CONTROL JURISDICTION
(“Agreement”), is made and entered into as of the __ day of , 2007, by and
between DRAYTON PARK HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC., a Florida corporation,
not-for-profit (“Association”), whose mailing address is 5455 A1A South, St. Augustine, FL
32080 and the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA, a municipal corporation and a
political subdivision of the State of Florida (“City””), whose mailing address is 117 W. Duval
Street, Suite 480, Jacksonville, Florida 32202.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, this Agreement provides for municipal traffic control jurisdiction by the
Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office over the limited access roads located within the boundaries of the
Drayton Park Homeowners Association, Inc. (the “Drayton Park Community”); and

WHEREAS, this Agreement is entered into with the consent of the Duval County Sheriff
and the Association, and ratified by the Jacksonville City Council; and

NOW THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual benefits each to flow to the
other, it is hereby agreed that:

1. The provisions of Chapter 316, Florida Statutes, the State Uniform Traffic
Control statutes, shall apply to all vehicular traffic on the roads within the boundaries of the
Drayton Park Community, attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

2. The Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office deputies shall have the same authority to control
traffic on roads within the Drayton Park Community as on the City’s streets and highways.

3. The Association shall pay the City the actual amount of any costs incurred by the
City for services requested and subsequently provided by the City which exceed the ordinary
level of traffic control service.

4, The Association shall hold harmless, indemnify and defend the City, its elected
officials, officers, employees and agents against any claim, action, loss, damage, injury, liability,
cost and expense of whatsoever kind or nature (including, but not by way of limitation, attorneys
fees, expert witness fees, and court costs) arising out of injury (whether mental or corporeal) to
persons, including death or damage to or destruction of property, arising out of or incidental to
the performance by the City under this Agreement, whether caused by the negligent acts or
omissions of the City, its elected officials, officers, employees and agents, or otherwise.

5. The exercise of traffic control jurisdiction provided for by this Agreement shall be
in addition to jurisdictional authority presently exercised by the City under law, and nothing in
this Agreement shall be construed to limit or remove any such jurisdictional authority.
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6. This Agreement may be canceled at any time by act of the Council for the City of
Jacksonville or by either party upon giving thirty (30) days advance written notice to the other

party.
