ORDINANCE 2007-1112-E
An ordinance amending Subparagraph (A) of Section 120.314, Ordinance Code, to change THE REQUIRED NUMBER OF YEARS OF CREDITED SERVICE NECESSARY to ELECT TO PARTICIPATE IN THE dEFERRED rETIREMENT oPTION pROGRAM, pursuant to Article 33 (Retirement Plan) of that certain collective bargaining agreement between the City and the Fraternal Order of Police, Lodge 5-30 (corrections Officers Bargaining Unit), Which was authorized by council pursuant to Ordinance 2006-236-E; PROVIDING FOR IMPLEMENTATION EFFECTIVE DECEMBER 1, 2007; Providing an effective date.  

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance 2006-236-E, the Council approved those certain Collective Bargaining Agreements between the City of Jacksonville and the Fraternal Order of Police (“FOP”), Lodge 530 (Corrections - Officers Bargaining Units), which have a term commencing on October 1, 2005 and ending on September 30, 2008 (the “Agreement”); and


WHEREAS, included as Article 33 (Retirement Plan) of the Agreement, the City and the FOP agreed that Chapter 120 (General Employees and Corrections Officers Pension Plans), Part III (Corrections Officers’ Plan), Ordinance Code, would be amended, in the form and substance as reflected in the Memorandum of Understanding Regarding Implementation of Article 33 Between the City of Jacksonville and the FOP Lodge 530, a copy of which is on file with the Legislative Services Division, so as to provide for certain additional retirement benefits; and


WHEREAS, this Ordinance is intended to adopt Ordinance Code changes necessary to comply with the above described Memorandum of Understanding; now, therefore, 

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Incorporation of Recitals.  The recitals set forth above are true and correct and are incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 2.

Amendment to Subparagraph (a) of Section 120.314, Ordinance Code.  Subparagraph (a) of Section 120.314, Ordinance Code, is hereby amended as follows:

(a)
Eligibility of member to participate in the DROP. All members who are eligible may elect participation in the DROP, provided members comply administratively with the rules and regulations established by the Board for the administration of the DROP.


(1)
A member who is eligible to receive normal retirement benefits under Section 120.306 may participate in the DROP, provided the member elects to participate within the time limits contained in Section 120.314(b)(2). 

(2)
Effective December 1, 2006, election to participate is made on a date following the date on which the member first reaches the minimum normal retirement benefit after completion of twenty-nine (29) years of credited service.
(3)
Effective December 1, 2007, election to participate is made on a date following the date on which the member first reaches the minimum normal retirement benefit after completion of twenty-five (25) years of credited service.

An eligible member may elect to participate in the DROP by complying with the election process established by the Board.
Section 3.

Implementation.  The terms of this Ordinance, upon becoming effective, shall be implemented effective December 1, 2007.  
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
