ORDINANCE 2007-1124-E
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 52.50( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4 ON town center parkway BETWEEN gate parkway AND big island drive (R.E. NO. 167727-0040), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY pinehill markets operating, llc, FROM PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE marketplace at town center pud first amendment PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Pinehill Markets Operating, LLC, the owner of approximately 52.50( acres located in Council District 4 on Town Center Parkway between Gate Parkway and Big Island Drive (R.E. No. 167727-0040), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated October 5, 2007 and written description dated December 2, 2007 for the Marketplace at Town Center PUD First Amendment PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated October 18, 2007, and the Transportation Planning Division Memorandum dated November 30, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
Without waiving any right to just compensation, the applicant shall provide the setback depicted on the Additional Setback Plan dated December 4, 2007 for potential future acquisition or acquisitions by the City of Jacksonville for improvements to Town Center Parkway and Gate Parkway.  Any required minimum yard building setback, parking, signing, sidewalks,  greenspace, or landscaping nonconformity that would be created by such future acquisition or acquisitions shall be permitted.


Section 3.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Pinehill Markets Operating, LLC, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Wyman R. Duggan, Esquire, 1301 Riverplace Boulevard, Suite 1500, Jacksonville, Florida 32207; (904) 398-3911.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.
