“Section 5.    Accounting for Program Revenues and Expenditures. Revenue and expenditures derived from this activity shall be accounted for within a separate index within the Sheriff's Office General Fund set of accounts as created by General Accounting.  The balance of any residual revenue in this activity at the end of the fiscal year, after all Sheriff’s Office expenses and costs related to the administration and operation of this program are funded, shall be available for subsequent appropriation by the City Council.”

On Page 1, line 20 after “EXCEPTIONS;” delete “AMENDING CHAPTER 111 (SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS), ESTABLISHING SECTION 111.312,
THE JACKSONVILLE TRAFFIC SAFETY ENHANCEMENT SPECIAL REVENUE FUND;” and replace same with “PROVIDING FOR REVENUES AND EXPENDITURES FROM THIS ACTIVITY TO BE ACCOUNTED FOR WITHIN A SEPARATE INDEX WITHIN THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE;”;
(4) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended by this committee’s amendment.
