ORDINANCE 2007-1135
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE THE FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE ENHANCED MUNICIPAL SERVICES AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (“CITY”), THE JACKSONVILLE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION (“JEDC”) AND DOWNTOWN VISION INC., A FLORIDA NOT FOR PROFIT CORPORATION; TO PROVIDE FOR CERTAIN AMENDMENTS TO REFLECT CHANGES THAT ARE REQUIRED DUE TO THE REPEAL OF ARTICLE 20 IN THE CITY CHARTER, RELATING TO THE DOWNTOWN DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY (DDA); PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville, Jacksonville Economic Development Commission (“JEDC”) and Downtown Vision, Inc. have previously approved and entered into the “Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement”, November 15, 2005, as was authorized by Ordinance 2005-785-E.

WHEREAS, the parties now desire to enter into the First Amendment to the Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement.  This First Amendment is necessary to reflect changes that are required due to the repeal of Chapter 20 in the City Charter, relating to the Downtown Development Authority (DDA); now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 


Section 1.

Execution of Agreement.  The Mayor, or his designee, the Corporation Secretary and the Executive Director of the JEDC are hereby authorized to execute the First Amendment to the Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement (the “First Amendment”) in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit 1.


Section 2.

Further Authorizations.  The Mayor, or his designee, the Corporation Secretary and the Executive Director of the JEDC, as applicable, are hereby authorized to execute all other contracts and documents and otherwise take all necessary action in connection with the amendment, and to negotiate and execute all necessary changes, to effectuate the purposes of this Ordinance, without further Council action, provided such changes and amendments are limited to "technical amendments" and do not change the financial obligations between the parties, and further provided that all such amendments shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or his designee, and approval by the Executive Director of the JEDC, or his designee, as being in conformance with City policies, and all other appropriate official action required by law.  The term "technical amendments" as used in this section shall include, but not be limited to, changes in legal descriptions and surveys, description of infrastructure improvements and/or any road project, ingress and egress, easements and right of ways, schedules of performance and development, design standards, vehicles access and site plan, which have no financial impact. 


Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

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First Amendment to the
Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement
By and Between the City of Jacksonville, the Jacksonville
Economic Development Commission and Downtown Vision Inc.

This First Amendment to - - the Enhanced Municipal
Services Agreement is made and entered into this

day of , 2007 by and between the City of
Jacksonville, a municipal corporation and political
subdivision of the State of Florida (City), the
Jacksonville Economic Development Commission (JEDC) and
Downtown Vision, Inc., a not for profit Florida
Corporation.

RECITALS

Whereas, the Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement,
hereinafter Agreement, among the City of Jacksonville, the
Jacksonville Economic Development Commission (JEDC) and

Downtown Vision, Inc. (DVI) was approved on November 15,
2005; and
Whereas, certain changes have been made in the

organizational structure of the JEDC, and an amendment to
the Agreement is necessary; and

Whereas, the Downtown Development Authority (DDA),
which was contained in Article 20 of the Charter, was
repealed by Chapter 2006-321, Laws of Florida, in 2006, and
pursuant to the terms of the legislation, all duties and
responsibilities were assumed by the JEDC, and it is
necessary to modify the references in the Enhanced
Municipal Services Agreement to the Jacksonville Economic
Development Commission (JEDC).

NOW THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1. That Paragraph 1.4 of the Agreement is amended to
read as follows:

1.4 Coordination by the City

The City shall designate a City Representative who
will, on behalf of the C(City, coordinate with DVI and
administer this Agreement according to the terms and
conditions contained herein and in the Exhibit(s) attached
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hereto and made a part hereof. It shall be the
responsibility of DVI to coordinate all project related
activities with the designated City Representative. The
City’s City Representative shall be: the Chairman of the
Jacksonville Economic Development Commission, or his or her
designee.

2. That Paragraph 4.7, entitled Board of Directors,
subsection (b) of the Agreement is amended to read as
follows:

(b) City Representation. There shall be two city
representatives on DVI’'s Board of Directors (the JEDC
Chairman or his or her designee and one representative as
determined by the President of the City Council) and one
City representative on DVI’s Executive Committee (the JEDC
Chairman or designee).

3. That a new paragraph 9.33 1is added to the
Agreement, to read as follows:

9.33 Compliance with Public Records and Meeting Laws

The DVI shall conduct all meetings in compliance with
the Florida Public Meeting law, Florida Statute 286.011,
and shall keep and maintain all documents in compliance
with the Florida Public Records 1law, Florida Statute
119.011.

4. All other terms and conditions in the Agreement
shall remain in full force and effect.
